a. the Delegates must personally be present and registered at

the Convention within the timeframe of the first session on
the second day of the Convention;

b. must have been a member of the UNION for at least five

(5) years;

c. 1is a citizen of the United States of America;

d. has indicated his desire to aspire for the specified office or
his name has heretofore been presented by a Society or a
Circuit with the consent of the candidate. Such an
announcement must be forwarded to the Candidates
Qualifications Committee and postmarked by May 30 of
the Convention year. Once approved by the Candidates
Qualifications Committee, all qualified candidates must be
published in an issue of the official publication of the
UNION thirty (30) days prior to the Convention. A
candidate for the office of Director must be a resident of
the District and he must be a member of a Society, which is
located in the District.

2. No two members of a nuclear family shall be permitted, during
the whole or any part of the same term, to be members of the
Board of Directors. Nuclear family shall mean familial
relationships only including husband and wife, parent and
child and brother and sister. If and in the event that two or
more members of a nuclear family shall, at a Convention, run
for and receive enough votes to be entitled to be a member of
the Board of Directors, then only that member of the nuclear
family who has received the most votes from the Delegates at
the Convention shall be entitled to take the oath and serve the
Term of Office provided for the position for which that
member sought election.

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A TRIBUTE TO GENERAL CASIMIR
PULASKI

Chicago, IL - Since 1973, the first Monday of every March is officially
observed in Chicago, Illinois, as Pulaski Day, in memory of Gen. Casimir
Pulaski, a Polish hero of the American Revolutionary War.

This year, the official celebration, organized annually by the Polish
Museum of America (PMA) and the Polish Roman Catholic of America
(PRCUA), took place in the PMA Sabina P. Logisz Great Hall on March 5.
Over 300 guests were in attendance, including top officials from national,
state, county, and city governments as well as leaders of Polonian
organizations and institutions.

The program was opened by PMA Managing Director Malgorzata Kot,
followed by the Kosciuszko Color Guards, and the singing of the Polish and
American National Anthems by Mirostawa Sojka-Topoér, accompanied by
pianist Marta Pasek. Auxiliary Bishop of the Archdiocese of Chicago Most
Rev. Andrew Wypych offered the Invocation and brief remarks were
presented by PMA Historian Jan Lorys.

Guest speakers were introduced by PRCUA President and PMA
Chairman Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. and PMA President Richard Owsiany -
emcees. Speakers included: Hon. Bruce Rauner, State of Illinois Governor;
Piotr Janicki, Consul General of the Rep. of Poland in Chicago; Brig. Gen.
Cezary Wisniewski, Deputy Defense and Military Attache, Embassy of the
Rep. of Poland; Hon. Rahm Emanuel, Chicago Mayor; Frank J. Spula, Pres.,
Polish American Congress and Polish National Alliance; Hon. Michael
Frerichs, IL Treasurer; Hon. Susana Mendoza, IL Comptroller; Hon. Robert F. Martwick, Jr., IL State
Representative (D-19); Hon. Toni Preckwinkle, Pres., Cook Co. Board; Hon. Maria Pappas, Cook Co.

Cardinal Stanistaw Dziwisz Visits the United States

Chicago, IL - His Eminence Cardinal Stanislaw
Dziwisz, a past long-time secretary to Pope John Paul
IT and the former Archbishop of Krakéw, made a short
visit to the United States at the beginning of March.

On Tuesday, March 6, Cardinal Dziwisz
concelebrated Mass at the Holy Trinity Mission in
Chicago, IL. Concelebrants included Director of the
Holy Trinity Mission Rev. Andrzej Totzke, Chancellor
of Orchard Lake Schools Rev. Mirostaw Krol, Rev.
Prof Pawel Bortkiewicz from Poland, and other priests
from Polish parishes in the Chicago area.

Rev. Andrzej Totzke welcomed His Eminence
Cardinal Dziwisz once more to the Holy Trinity
Mission in Chicago, in the year of several milestones:
the 100th anniversary of Poland regaining the
independence, the 125th anniversary of the Holy
Trinity Parish, and the 35th anniversary of the Society
Christ Fathers (SChr) ministry in the parish.

In his homily, Cardinal Dziwisz reminded
everyone of Pope John Paul II’s visit to Chicago and to
the Holy Trinity Mission and his love and respect for
Polonia in the United States and around the world. At
that time, Pope John Paul II
thanked Polish-Americans
that despite their struggles
and hardships as immigrants
and longing for their home-
land, they kept their identity,
faith, and national culture.
During his visit to Chicago,
the Pope also incited Poles in
America for forgiveness and
mercy. He entrusted the
entire world to God's mercy.
The Cardinal added that John
Paul II had left us with an
enormous spiritual heritage,
an example of service to the
Church and the world, and an
example of love for God and
man. The Church recognized His holiness, so we
have an advocate of our heavenly affairs in Saint
John Paul II.

Cardinal Dziwisz also talked about the
John Paul II Sanctuary Be Not Afraid! at the John
Paul 1T Center in Krakoéw, Poland. He thanked the
Chicago branch of the John Paul II Center and all
of the generous donors for whom the center was
established and continues to grow. He reminded
everyone that Poles in America have a very
important role to fulfill: they must guard the
Polish culture and traditional values while, at the
same time, contributing to the American society.
He wished that Polonia would unite around
common ideals and serve as a bridge connecting
Poland and the United States.

After Mass, everyone was invited to the
parish hall for a Papal evening, where guests were treated to kremowki (favorite cream pastries of
Pope John Paul II) and a meeting with His Eminence. During the meeting, Jan Jaworski,
Chairman of the Chicago branch of the John Paul II Center and Rev. Mirostaw Krol, Chancellor
of the Orchard Lake Schools, thanked everyone who supported the center in the past and
appealed for further assistance in the future.

PRCUA President Joseph A. Drobot, Jr., First Lady Judy Drobot, PRCUA Secretary-
Treasurer James Robaczewski, Narod Polski Executive Editor Lidia Kowalewicz, PMA President
Richard Owsiany, and PMA Managing Director Matgorzata Kot had the honor of meeting the
Cardinal at the parish presbytery before the Mass.

Earlier that day, Cardinal Dziwisz was a guest at the Polish Consulate in Chicago, where he
met with the diplomatic corpus of the Consulate and a small group of the Chicago Polonian
leaders.

During his travel to the United States, His Eminence also visited Knoxville, TN (March 2-4)
where he participated in Masses and special events surrounding the dedication of the new
Cathedral of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus in Knoxville (March 3) and met with the Polish
community of the Diocese of Knoxville.

On Monday, March 5, 2018, the Cardinal concelebrated Mass at the Polish Mission of the
Cistercian Fathers in Willow Springs, IL where he blessed the Mogilski Cross and the Stations of
the Cross, which will soon be installed on the parish grounds.

From Chicago, Cardinal Dziwisz traveled to Michigan where he celebrated Mass at the
Chapel of Our Lady of Orchard Lake/Archdiocesan Shrine of St. John Paul II in Orchard Lake,
MI on Wednesday, March 7.

To all members of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America in anticipation of
the 2018 Quadrennial Convention of the PRCUA to be held in August, 2018:

The members of the Board of Directors Corporate Governance Committee
presented recommendations to the entire Board regarding additional qualifications
beyond those identified in the Constitution, for candidates seeking the elected
positions of President, Vice President, Secretary-Treasurer, and National Director:

For the elected positions of President, Vice President, and Secretary-

Treasurer, the Committee recommends:

e Bachelor's degree required

e Post graduate degree preferred

e Minimum of five (5) years as a member of PRCUA and in good standing

e Minimum five (5) years of experience in financial planning, business
administration and/or managerial/organizational leadership

« PRCUA Board Certification Training must be completed within six (6)
months of installation into office

*  Possession or completion of courses for ALMI (Associate Life Management
Institute) designation within twenty four (24) months of installation into
office.

For the elected position of National Director:

»  Bachelor's degree or a minimum of four (4) years of demonstrated business
experience or a minimum of five (5) years demonstrated experience in
fraternal activities

e Minimum of five (5) years as a member of PRCUA and in good standing

* PRCUA Board certification training must be completed within six (6) months
of installation into office

*  Possession or completion of courses for ALMI (Associate Life Management
Institute) designation within twenty-four (24) months of installation into office

This recommendation of the Corporate Governance Committee was approved by
the Board with notification to be made as soon as possible to the PRCUA
membership.

In addition to the duties of elected positions as stated in the PRCUA Constitution,
the Committee identified specific responsibilities that candidates for each office
must consider:

Responsibilities of the President:

« Participates in the investing of funds of the organization

e Represents the PRCUA at national and local events

e Develops and implements the Business Plan

e Oversees Compliance, Investments, Human Resources, and General Counsel

Responsibilities of the Vice President:
*  Oversees Sales, Marketing, Fraternal and Publications Departments
e Represents the PRCUA at national and local events

Responsibilities of the Secretary-Treasurer:

e Oversees Information Technologies, Member Services, Risk Management,
Auditing, Treasury, Underwriting, and Building and Property Management

e Represents the PRCUA at national and local events

Responsibilities of the National Director:

e Required to participate in all scheduled Board meetings

*  Monitors fiduciary activities of PRCUA and Executive Committee

e Main contact in resolving issues between Home Office and local Districts
e Actively promotes and/or organizes local organization functions

e Promotes and solicits membership

*  Represents the organization in local and national events

NOTE: Board certification and all ALMI course costs are paid for by the PRCUA.
If there is no qualified candidate for an Executive Officer or Board of Director
position, the Board of Directors reserves the right to solicit and elect an individual

for the position.

If an Officer or Director fails to pass the OLM, ALMI or Insurance Producer's
license within the designated time, the Board of Directors will declare a vacancy.

The Easter Season -
Fifty Days of Unbridled Joy!

This year Easter falls on the 1st day of April and thus
begins the Fifty-Day Easter Season. This great season of joy
will end with Evening Prayer on Pentecost Sunday on May
20th, 2018. Until that time, we have a lot of celebrating to do.
Many great feasts are a part of this season, especially Divine
Mercy Sunday, the Ascension of the Lord and Pentecost.

Easter is the greatest feast of the Church year and is not a Walter J. Ptak
one-day event. It is time of joy and a reaffirmation of our National Chaplain,
faith and belief in the Resurrection of Our Lord from the dead. PRCUA
Without the Resurrection, our faith would be meaningless! It is a season to celebrate
God’s love for us in giving us His Son as our Redeemer that we might live with him
forever.

Celebrating the Easter Season (or the Christmas Season for that matter) is indeed
hard for us to do in the culture in which we live. It is a culture that stresses “the
moment” rather than a season. We are always rushing to celebrate holidays before they
arrive so that when they do arrive, we will be ready for them. If we stop to think about
that, we can see that it doesn’t make much sense! Our excessive preholiday celebrations
often lead many to say, when the holiday does arrive, thank God it’s over! The Church
reminds us that there is a season of grace to celebrate with each of the two great feasts of
the Church, (Easter and Christmas) and the celebration begins with the Day and extends
out from there.

In the Ordo, which is a booklet published each year which details the Order of
Prayer in the Liturgy of the Hours and the celebration of the Eucharist, there is a great
article about the problem we have in our culture with celebrating a Church “Season”
rather than just a “Day.”

Nathan Mitchell in his article entitled “The Blessed Pentecost” put it this way: ...
Given such cultural conditions, the Christian celebration of ‘the blessed Pentecost’
(Easter Season) will strike many as mad indeed. Fifty days of ‘dwelling in’ the paschal
mystery! Fifty days of surrendering in joyful faith and love as the Spirit of God takes
possession of our lives! Fifty days of mystagogy, of walking with the neophytes (newly
baptized Catholics) even more deeply into the baptismal mysteries of death and
resurrection. Good heavens! What an order!

One reason why such a prolonged celebration strikes us as difficult - if not
downright absurd - is that we tend to link feasts and holidays with mindless hoopla.
‘Party time’ for many, is an invitation to obliterate consciousness, to get wasted, to veg
out, to forget. But a season of Christian festival is precisely the opposite. It is a time of
intensified consciousness, finely-tuned awareness, awakened memory. The great fifty
days... are not an unwelcomed, unrealistic, obligation to ‘party on,” even if we don't feel
like it, but an invitation to explore more deeply ‘the weather of the heart,’ to awaken our
memory of God’s presence and power in our lives, to look more closely at all the rich
and varied textures of creation. In short, a season for learning how to say “ves” in a
culture that wants to keep on saying “no.”

As we begin this glorious Fifty Day Easter Season,
I hope my reflections and those of Nathan Mitchell
above will help all of us to celebrate fully this great
season of grace we are given each year! May the
blessings of the Risen Lord be yours in abundance!
Wesotego Alleluja!

PRCUA and PMA Employees Celebrate St. Joseph's Day

Chicago, IL -
PRCUA and PMA
employees celebrated
St. Joseph’s Day with a
lunch on Monday,
March 19 at PRCUA
Social Hall. Before
lunch, PRCUA Vice
President Micheline
Jaminski presented
everyone with the brief
facts about the history
of St. Joseph’s Day
celebrations and the Polish tradition of celebrating a person’s name day. Rev. Andrzej Totzke, Director of
the Holy Trinity Mission in Chicago, blessed the food and led everyone in prayer and a Litany to St.
Joseph. PMA Managing Director Matgorzata Kot presented PRCUA President Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. with
a framed copy of a lithograph on the occasion of his name day. Everyone joined in singing “Sto Lat” for
President Drobot.

[WIKIPEDIA: In the Roman Catholic Church, most days of the calendar are a feast day dedicated to
a certain saint. In Poland and other European countries, all people with the name of that saint are honored
on that day, called their name day (imieniny). In Poland, name days are a special time for family and
friends to gather. Sometimes friends and family simply stop by to wish the person “Wszystkiego
najlepszego! (All the best!)” and “Sto lat! (A hundred years!)” If gifts are given, they are usually flowers,
chocolates, and vodka for toasting.

In American Polonia, St. Joseph's Day took on special significance. From the 1890s-1930s, waves of
Polish and Italian immigrants coming to America were faced with a largely Irish Roman Catholic clergy
who were unsympathetic to the ethnic groups whose language and culture they didn't understand. So Poles
and Italians built their own churches, importing priests from Poland and Italy, and created schools that
preserved their heritage.]

The Feast Day of St. Joseph falls on March 19, in the middle of Lenten fasting. To allow Josephs to
celebrate their name day, the church grants a dispensation allowing a "festive fast" of meatless foods. Not
to be outdone by the huge celebrations of St. Patrick's Day on March 17, St. Joseph's Day on March 19,
became a time for Pol-Ams and Ital-Ams. to express their
ethnic pride by “wearing of the red," a color that appears
in both countries' flags. Parades and huge meatless feasts
known as St. Joseph's Tables or St. Joseph's Altars were
held. For Poles, many American parishes hold these
banquets in the church hall with tables decorated in red
and white, a statue or holy cards of St. Joseph, flowers,
and a donation bowl for the needy. Sometimes there is a
bread baked in the shape of St. Joseph's staff over which a
blessing is made and the feasting begins.
