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The 2018 National Convention of the

Polish American Priests' Association

        The second week of Easter saw the annual gathering of the
Polish American Priests Association for its XXVIII National
Convention from April 9 - 13, 2018. After an eleven-year hiatus,
the event was hosted for a second time by the Cleveland Chapter,
with the assistance of our brothers in Youngstown, Ohio.  This
annual fraternal gathering affords the participants the opportunity
to meet, socialize, and refreshen friendships while also providing
the important chance to discuss issues of significance and impact
in our communities, parishes, and ministries.  In addition to
matters formally addressed, this camaraderie refreshes and
inspires the delegates to return to their own little portion of the Lord's vineyard with mind and
heart renewed.
        The first day, Monday, saw the delegates arrive from all over the country to register and
get acclimated in their accommodations for the next few days: the Crowne Plaza Hotel at
Playhouse Square - right in the heart of downtown's Theater District, which is the largest in
the country outside of New York City.  Those whose flights arrived in town early didn't seem
to mind as much after a couple of lucky hands at the nearby casino welcomed them to town in
style!

        Following the day's business session, everyone loaded onto a bus on Tuesday to head to
Lorain where Mass was celebrated in Polish by Bishop Witold Mroziewski, Auxiliary Bishop
of Brooklyn, NY, at Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary Church.  He was joined by Bishop
Andrzej Wypych, Auxiliary Bishop of Chicago, IL.  The community rallied together for this
midday event, furnishing a fine choir, inspiring music, and a nice crowd. Convention
Chairman, Father Eric Orzech, preached the sermon and one of the local historians filled-in
the guests after Mass on the beautiful parish's storied past. Afterward, everyone loaded the
bus to head to the Tremont section of Cleveland's near west side where brunch was served
home-style at Sokolowski's University Inn.  There,  John Cebrowski, representing PAPA's
Founder, Bishop John Yanta, Emeritus of Amarillo, Texas, gave an interesting report on the
progress of the Bishop's dream project:  the Polish Heritage Center in Panna Maria, Texas.

        Wednesday we took the "show-on-the-road" and headed to Youngstown, OH where we
joined in the 12:10 p.m. Mass at St. Columba's Cathedral.  Bishop George Murray of
Youngstown was the main celebrant and homilist.  (Please remember him in your prayers as
he has subsequently been admitted to the hospital for extended treatment of an acute leukemia
condition.)  From there, we made the short trip to North Jackson to visit the National Shrine
and Basilica of Our Lady of Lebanon, which is under the direction of Bishop Anthony
Spinosa of the Maronite Catholic Church. The wonderful crew there served us a tasty chicken
lunch after which Aundrea Heschmeyer of Polish Youngstown delivered the inspiring success
story of her organization’s fabulous revival, along with practical suggestions of how to use
their strategies end experience elsewhere.
        Thursday morning concluded the business portion of the Convention after which
everyone went to Historic St. Casimir Church on the city's near east side for a  taste of real
"Staropolska Goscinnosc." The homemade meal featuring appetizers, soup, and dessert was
well received by everyone. It was followed by a discussion session directed by Fr. Czeslaw
Krysa of Buffalo, NY.  Father was seeking feedback for his new book about a comprehensive
ceremony in English for food blessings at Easter.  Following a short break back at the hotel,
everyone headed to the Shrine Church of St. Stanislaus for the Solemn Convention Mass
which was celebrated a 5 p.m. by the new Bishop of Cleveland, Most Rev. Nelson Perez,
assisted by Bishop  Francis Reiss, Auxiliary Emeritus of Detroit, and over 50 priest
concelebrants.  Bishop Perez was thrilled to wear the same vestments that St. John Paul wore
when he visited as Cardinal in 1969 and to administer Holy Communion from the same
ciborium from which he did, too. He even brought and used a miter given him by the late
Bishop Alfred Markiewicz - another Polish connection! Father Maciej Mankowski, PAPA's
National Secretary from Youngstown, preached an inspiring homily and the musical
accompaniment was equally uplifting.
        Immediately following Mass, the participants were joined by many members of
Cleveland Polonia for the Fr. Leopold Moczygemba Award Banquet held at the nearby
Tremont City Side Ballroom which, as the name implies, features an impressive skyline view.
Named after the "Patriarch of American Polonia" the dinner serves as the stage for presenting
this award, PAPA's highest honor, to a priest who is outstanding in his service to Polonia.
This year's recipient was Father Gerald J. Keller, from Cleveland, who served 34 years as
Pastor of St. Adalbert Church in Berea, Ohio, the oldest Polish parish in the state.  Throughout
his tenure, he maintained the Polish character of the parish through celebrating the traditions
of the Faith liturgically and culturally with new generations being enriched in the process.
Bishop Perez also gave a heartfelt address regarding the importance of ethnic heritage,
culture, and traditions in maintaining the faith, while also extolling Poland's contributions to
the Church, first and foremost through the person of St. John Paul II the Great.

A Legend has Passed in Michigan’s District #10

Detroit, MI - It was with much sadness that PRCUA Michigan
District 10/Society #261 lost an ever-present member when the
extraordinary life and outgoing personality of Rita Cerankowski came to a
rest on March 12, 2018. Devoted wife of the late Eugene, loving mother to
Marc, Paul, and Laura (Dan) Hejza, and adoring Babcia to Brandon and
Katelyn Hejza, she was a proud graduate of Pershing High School, Detroit,
MI, Class of 1947 and Wayne State University in 1951. A strong supporter
of Our Lady Queen of Heaven Parish, Detroit, since her wedding in 1958,
she was recently given the title of a church matriarch and enjoyed its
weekly Senior Card group. It was at this church that the PRCUA Halka

Dancers were established in 1969 and became Rita’s most celebrated accomplishment. She was
Halka President from 1970-1980 and then its Director from 1981 till 2015, which totals 45 years
of dedication directing dozens of students including her own daughter, Laura (Halka Grad 1983)
and grandchildren, Brandon (Halka Grad 2013) and Katelyn (Halka Grad 2015).

        Cleveland, Ohio – Northeast Ohio’s Polish Constitution Day celebrations recognized two long-
time volunteers who were members of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America: Francis A.
Rutkowski, PRCUA Past National President, and Cecylia Dyczko, Financial Secretary of Society
2220. Francis Rutkowski was honored as the 2018 Parade Grand Marshal, posthumously, and
Cecylia Dyczko was crowned “Miss Babcia Polonia” at the Polonia Ball.

Grand Marshal

        Francis Rutkowski was a retired Cleveland Municipal Court Probations Supervisor, who for
many years was the behind-the-scenes visionary of the Polish Constitution Day celebration. He
finally came out from the shadows and took charge of the event in 2014 until his death in 2016.
Rutkowski served Polonia on the national level as President of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America in 1986. He was a dedicated and devoted leader of Cleveland’s Polish American
community, including the Polonia Foundation of Ohio, Post 58 of the Polish Legion of American
Veterans, and the Cleveland Society of Poles.

Miss Babcia Polonia

        Cecylia Dyczko has been the Financial Secretary of Society 2220 for more than 20 years. She
was also School Director of the Henryk Sienkiewicz Polish School. Prior to these activities, Dyczko
served on the Library Committee of the Alliance of Poles, which merged with the PRCUA in 2005.
She has been a strong promoter of the Miss Ohio Polonia Pageant for many years. She and Ligia
Borkowski have been making the sashes which are worn by Miss Polonia and Junior Miss Polonia
throughout the years. Little did she know that when she helped make the Miss Babcia Polonia sash,
which was awarded for the first time this year, that she would be the recipient of this special honor.

Polonia Ball

        The Polish American Congress – Oho Division continued a 70-year tradition with this year’s
Polish Constitution Day celebration in Parma, Ohio.  Festivities included a “Meet and Greet” Social
Hour on Friday, May 4. The traditional Polonia Ball was held on May 5, during which Elżbieta
Suhak was crowned 2018 Miss Polonia, and Claudia Lesisz won the title of 2018 Junior Miss
Polonia. Congratulations to these two lovely young ladies. 

Wreath-Laying

        The big day for Polonia began on Sunday with wreath-laying ceremonies at the monuments to
two Polish-American heroes, Casimir Pulaski and Tadeusz Kosciuszko. A police escort led the
caravan to the Pulaski Canon Monument right next to Cleveland’s City Hall. Then the escort cleared
the way to the Kosciuszko Monument on the grounds of Cleveland’s Museum of Art. Polish Legion
of American Veterans supplied beautiful wreathes for both of the memorials.

Holy Mass

        At 10:00 a.m. a Holy Mass, in honor of the Polish Constitution of 1791, was celebrated at St.
Charles Church in the very heart of Polish Village in Parma, Ohio. Polish touches were added to the
regular Sunday Mass. The Offertory procession included a bouquet of red and white flowers for
celebrant Fr. Rob Ramser, traditional Polish bread, called “babka,” a ramekin of salt, a copy of the
PAC Constitution, a roster of members of the PAC-Ohio Div., an icon of Poland’s Black Madonna,
and a White Eagle symbol of Poland. 
        Ela Suhak beautifully led the congregation in singing two Polish hymns, “Serdeczna Matko”
and “Boże coś Polskę.” The first reading was done by Anthony Kacki, while the second reading was
presented in Polish by Paulina Kramarczyk. Though a regional parish, St. Charles has many
members of the congregation who are of Polish descent. The Polish-oriented theme was very much
appreciated, as evidenced by the congregation’s large participation in singing the Polish hymns.

Grand Parade

        At 2:00 p.m. the Grand Parade began with more entries than past years. Among the marchers
were Polish and American veterans, Ukrainian veterans, Parma Police and Fire Departments,
children in Polish folk dress, as well as Lithuanian, Estonian and Latvian ethnic community
representatives. Civic, social, and cultural organizations were also represented. Area churches had
entries in the parade. Parma High School’s and Normandy High School’s marching bands provided
exciting and lively music as they marched down Ridge Road. Piast Polish Dance and Song Ensemble
and Henryk Sienkiewicz Polish School represented PRCUA in the parade, as did Dennis Yurosko,
who carried the PRCUA banner. Parma City officials and candidates for political office in the May
primary elections were in attendance. The Cleveland Polish Constitution Day Celebration Day
Committee and the Maria Konopnicka Polish National Alliance School were also represented.
        The highlight of the parade this year was a 1990 Polish-made car, FSO Polonez, brought from
Poland by Wojciech and Emil Baran. It is the first-ever Polish vehicle registered in the state of Ohio.
This vehicle drew much attention, particularly from Poles who had such a car in Poland nearly 30
years ago.

Formal Program

        Following the parade, a short official program was held. Hannah Rutkowski, granddaughter of
Parade Grand Marshal Francis A. Rutkowski, sang the American National Anthem to begin the
ceremonies. Henryk Sienkiewicz Polish School provided students to highlight the reasons why
Polish Constitution Day is celebrated. Among the children who performed are Karolina Kciuk,
Andrew Kacki, Maksymilian Kciuk, Nicole Nawojowski, Amelia Bakalaryczyk, Julia Kielbasa,
Aleksandra Kielbasa, and Olivia Gutowski. Thanks go to these young Polish-Americans, their
parents and teachers, Ewa Wiechec, Magorzata Kacki, Agnieszka Kotlarsic, Andrzej Gutowski,
Grazyna Siwik, and Ela Suhak

After-Parade Party

        With formal festivities concluded, the fun began. In addition to food vendors selling a variety of
specialties, the St. Casimir Kitchen offered a huge array of Polish food. The PAC ran the beer sales,
with piwo from Poland. The Northcoast Mix Orchestra provided music for dancing and listening,
while also adding a sense of excitement to the atmosphere. Guests partied into the late afternoon,
meeting friends of old, and making acquaintances anew.

Poland’s Independence, November 11, 1918 – November 11, 2018. 

Wilson, Paderewski, and the Re-Birth of Poland
By John Radzilowski

        The re-birth of a free Poland after 123 years of foreign partition and colonial subjection was one of the most
improbable yet important events of modern history. While the Poles themselves should get most of the credit, the
United States played a key role in Poland’s rebirth and it was the first country to establish diplomatic relations with the
new Poland. Few countries strongly supported Polish independence and those that did had some ulterior motive.
America, though, had no strong or abiding interest in east-central Europe or in Poland. Her involvement was based on
idealism, not realpolitik.
        During the World War I, Poland first emerged in American politics as a humanitarian issue. The war had already
caused massive destruction in Poland as Russian, German, and Austro-Hungarian armies marched across the land,
destroying villages, farms, and industry. Hundreds of thousands were made homeless or left destitute. In America,
Polish Americans mobilized as never before to raise funds for Polish relief. A key player in this effort was pianist
Ignacy Jan Paderewski who, by 1914, was the single most famous musical celebrity of his day. Already in 1915,
Paderewski was able to meet U.S. President Woodrow Wilson through the offices of the president’s friend and advisor,
Edward House. Thanks to Paderewski, the Polish relief effort drew in more than just immigrant workers but also
caught the attention (and the wallets) of many wealthy and well connected Americans.
        However, by 1916, it was clear that aid for Poland was going nowhere due to the war situation. Yet, ironically the
humanitarian failure opened the door to political action. President Wilson was finding himself increasingly hard
pressed to keep America out of the war. And once the United States did enter the war on the side of Britain and France
in France, he became an advocate about how America could use her financial, political and military clout to bring the
war to an end. But his aim went beyond victory on the battlefield. Indeed, by 1918, thanks to Europe’s self-inflicted
wounds, Wilson had emerged as the most powerful and influential politician in the world. Ever the idealist, Wilson’s
vision was that victory should not only bring a just and lasting peace. It should lead the victorious powers to address
the underlying causes of Europe’s deep crisis. As Wilson was trying to think though the problems of what such a peace
would look like, he again met Paderewski. The two men took a liking to each other.
        Paderewski, for his part, was a genuine Polish patriot, like Józef Piłsudski and Roman Dmowski, but unlike them,
he was no professional politician. He led no political party and had little grasp of policy. His jealousy and status
consciousness - not unknown among celebrities - made it hard for him to work with others. His vision of Poland’s
future was vague and somewhat romantic. Yet, this is precisely what appealed to an idealist like Wilson. The president
was uninterested in determining the exact future of Poland, how it might become independent, or what its borders
might be. Thus, Paderewski’s eloquence and idealism were what got him Wilson’s ear. Because of this, Poland became
Wilson’s best example of what he felt had gone wrong in Europe and what needed to be corrected if peace was to be
achieved. In January 1917—a year before the famous Fourteen Points – Wilson gave his “Peace without Victory”
speech, which laid out his vision for the future of Europe. In it, he mentioned only one country by name - Poland.
Although Poland wasn’t the only trouble spot in Europe that Wilson wanted to address, it was the one he highlighted
most clearly and consistently.
        Thanks to Wilson (and Paderewski), Poland became more than just a pawn on the chessboard of European
politics. Although Wilson left aside the details of how Poland would be re-formed, which contributed to a long series
of post-war disputes, his intervention on behalf of a Poland restored to independence set the stage for the re-creation of
a country that had disappeared from the map for over a century.

Dabrowski is currently an Associate of the Harvard Ukrainian Research Institute and editor of H-Poland. Dabrowski
is the author of two books: Poland: The First Thousand Years and Commemorations and The Shaping of Modern
Poland. In 2014, she was awarded the Knight’s Cross of the Order of Merit of the Republic of Poland.

Dr. John Radzilowski is a historian with degrees from Arizona State University specializing in Modern U.S. History,
Public History, Russia/East. Currently, Dr. Radzilowski is an Associate Professor of History at the University of
Alaska Southeast. Among his many activities, Dr. Radzilowski is a fellow at the Piast Institute: A National Center for
Polish and Polish-American Affairs and past president of the Polish American Cultural Institute of Minnesota. He is
also a contributing editor for the Encyclopedia of American Immigration (second edition), plus the author or co-author
of 13 books, including: The Eagle and the Cross: A History of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America (2003).

Dr. Donald Pienkos is Professor Emeritus (Political Science) at the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee. He earned his
Doctorate (in Russian and East European politics) from the University of Wisconsin in Madison. His many
publications include the histories of the Polish National Alliance (1984, 2007), the Polish Falcons (1987, 2012) and
the Polish American Congress (1991). He is an associate editor of The Polish American Encyclopedia (2012). In 2010,
he was awarded the Officers Cross of service by the President of Poland.
