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President Drobot Leaves the Office and Lets Go of the
Helm of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America

Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. is as “PRCUA” as anyone can get. He literally grew up
in the PRCUA, having joined St. Stan’s Society #718 sixty years ago. His father
was the 26th PRCUA President, so he was very familiar with the fraternal. As a
young man, he participated in PRCUA basketball and baseball tournaments. In
the 1960s, he worked part-time as a PRCUA life insurance deputy and he has
been a delegate to every PRCUA Convention for the last 48 years, since 1970!

But he did not aspire to become PRCUA President and to follow in his
father’s footsteps. He made his own path down the road of finance. He earned a
BS degree in Accounting and an MA in Economics from the University of
Detroit and did post-grad work in Accounting at Michigan State University. He
bought and sold stock securities on the Detroit Stock Exchange and served on its
Board of Governors. Then he worked as Vice President of a bank. Afterwards he

worked for 22 years doing successful cash management for a multi-million dollar PR%E;:‘?':?MI
industrial materials engineering company. 2010-2018

His life, with wife Judy and their four children, was full and rewarding.

Nevertheless, Joe Drobot wanted to serve the PRCUA in the best way possible. So he used his extensive
experience to serve on the PRCUA Budget and Grievances Committee with great dedication for 36 years.
He could see the financial challenges that the PRCUA encountered, as did everyone else during the
economic downturn of a decade ago. Joe Drobot knew what needed to be done to turn things around, but
on the Budget and Grievance Committee, he could only make recommendations. So, instead of just sitting
back and basking in the sun of his retirement years, he threw his hat into the ring as a presidential
candidate in 2010. At that time, he promised to work together with the other officers and the Board to
strengthen the PRCUA’s financial position, to increase membership and to promote fraternal activities
that meet the needs of members — perhaps even expanding into new geographic areas.

Immediately, his approach was “take it to the people” and this he did by holding Town Hall Meetings
at the District level to give every PRCUA member a chance to express their concerns and hopes for their
fraternal. Members were grateful to have the chance to speak with the President in person. They were
moved by how genuinely caring he was — caring about them and about the PRCUA’s future.

Pres, Drobot took control of costs by rectifying the Interval Premium insurance program which was
losing money. When the PRCUA was earning 8% interest or higher on investments, it promised members
in this insurance program that the interest earned would be enough to pay for the future premiums on their
insurance certificate. However, when interest rates dropped, the interest earned was not sufficient to cover
the premiums. Not wanting to disappoint members, the PRCUA Board held off asking members to renew
payments for 10 years longer than other fraternals in the same position did. They were hoping that interest
rates would rise again, but that never happened. After his election in 2010, Pres. Drobot dealt decisively
with the uncomfortable situation by informing members that they needed to renew their payments. The
bottom line is that, in order to keep the fraternal going, the PRCUA has to make a profit.

Then he made PRCUA services more member-friendly by enabling members to make all payments
electronically. He also had the Union’s records scanned for safe keeping and had an external security
audit conducted to keep the confidential files safe.

President Drobot addressed the problem of declining membership by setting up the Sales and
Marketing Departments, hiring a Sales Director to professionally train the sales force and a Marketing
Director to promote the PRCUA, especially on social media and events in Polonia.

In 2011, he purchased the last piece of privately-owned property on the same block as the
headquarters, for future use.

In 2013, the PRCUA was awarded the Silver Medal of Merit for Culture “Gloria Artis” by Poland’s
Minister of Art and National Heritage for promoting Polish culture. That same year, the 100-year-old
PRCUA building was designated and listed on the National Register of Historic Places. After a century of
wear, the PRCUA building required major repairs and upgrades from the basement floors to the roof and
everything in between. The building was tuckpointed and missing pieces of the decorative facade were
replaced. The entrance was changed from a dimly-lit staircase to an attractive, brightly-lit, elegant lobby
leading to the elevator. Now, guests are checked in at the security desk. The lobby also leads to the new
street-level, glass-enclosed PMA Gift Shop. The Social Hall was totally remodeled into a beautiful
meeting/banquet facility and the restrooms and hallways were updated, thanks to designs by V.P.
Micheline Jaminski. The General Office area was remodeled to improve employee work stations and
computer programs were updated.

Until 2016, PRCUA membership had been in decline. Under Drobot’s direction, Sales Director
Robert Fattore encouraged independent sales agents to sell PRCUA products. The effort was highly
successful and resulted in membership increasing from 325 to 865 within one year’s time. At the same
time, the new face-amount-of-insurance-written more than tripled! Pres. Drobot then introduced Fraternal
Field Organizers to promote the Union in specific geographic areas.

Throughout his presidency, President Drobot took actions that reestablished the financial credibility
of the Union, with surplus growth of more than 300% from 2010 to 2017, thereby assuring the Union’s
financial strength and solvency. He did this by improving insurance and annuity sales, reducing annuity
reserves, controlling expenses and realizing capital gains from profitable stock sales and the sale of
excess real estate. He sold the Ohio and Wisconsin office buildings in 2011, the Pennsylvania office in
2014 and vacant land adjacent to the headquarters in 2018. Union profits were shared with members in
2016 when a 50% dividend increase was paid to members with whole life certificates.

Pres. Drobot didn’t make his two terms in office about becoming popular and personally well-known
within the Polish American community or making trips to visit with influential people. He kept his nose
to the grindstone and successfully accomplished all of his stated goals by making the Union stronger,
increasing new members and expanding into Grand Rapids, MI with the Malbork Dance Group. Thank
you, President Drobot, for a job well done. Your father surely smiles down upon you with great pride.
Now you can rest, knowing that you did your best. Bog zaptac!

the “Mother of all the Polish fraternals.” Fr. Ptak declared that’s why the delegates to
the Convention have a unique responsibility to make sure that the Holy Spirit guides
them to do the right thing, to continue what was
begun in 1873, so that what we do now, may be
looked upon with pride in the future.

He mentioned Saint
John Paul II's first trip to
Poland in 1979 when the
Pope prayed in Warsaw,
asking the Holy Spirit to
renew the face of the Earth
and Poland, and thereafter
freedom and religious
liberties were restored. He said we should
also echo the words of John Paul II in our hearts and
pray that the Holy Spirit will renew the face of the
Earth and continue to renew the PRCUA.

The Prayers of the Faithful were read by Barbara
Toboy in English and Agnieszka Bastrzyk in Polish.
Dancers from Michigan PRCUA dance schools
presented the Offertory Gifts.

At the end of the Mass, Fr. Ptak entrusted the 62nd
PRCUA Convention to Mary, Queen of Poland, asking
her to watch over and guide us during the next four
years. The Mass was enhanced by inspirational music
and songs by organist, Curtis Posuniak.

Following the Mass, delegates and guests assembled in the St. Sebastian Parish
gymnasium. Fr. Ptak gave the Invocation and blessed the food; a delicious lunch buffet
followed.

The 1st official business session of the 62nd PRCUA Quadrennial Convention,
began shortly after 3:00 p.m. at the hotel.

National PRCUA President Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. declared the 62nd Quadrennial
Convention open. He then asked the two other PRCUA Officers, Vice President
Micheline Jaminski and Secretary-Treasurer James Robaczewski, to join him at the dais,
along with PRCUA Attorney John Chitkowski, until the election of the Convention
Presidium. He then appointed the Sergeants-at-Arms, the Election Committee. After
the Minutes of the 61st PRCUA Quadrennial Convention were approved unanimously,
President Drobot addressed the Convention:

competitors. There is still much to do. BUT WE HAVE RESTORED THE FINANCIAL
INTEGRITY OF THE POLISH ROMAN CATHOLIC UNION OF AMERICA.

We have worked to prepare the Union for future progress in sales and fraternal activities so
that the new administration will not have to be concerned with a very weak financial position or
lack of insurance sales or lack of products or archaic and deficient administrative and accounting
systems or regulatory issues with state insurance agencies. The new administration can
concentrate exclusively on building our membership.

We are well-positioned for the future to become a very successful not-for-profit fraternal
benefit organization.

We have a very strong staff of Departmental managers. They are dedicated in their work
and dedicated to the PRCUA: Bob Fattore in Sales, Agnieszka Bastrzyk in Marketing, Kevin
Ryba in Informational Services, Emily Kurda in Accounting, Julie Prado in Member Services
and Lidia Kowalewicz as Editor, are a staff of devoted individuals that I would match against
the best managers of any Fortune 500 Company.

I also appreciate and thank all of our employees. They are all hard working and dedicated to
the success of our PRCUA. I especially want to thank my Executive Assistant, Mary Jane
Robles. She makes things run efficiently in spite of my shortcomings.

I am pleased to report to the new administration that you will not be hampered by any lack
of effort from them as we move forward. I greatly thank them for their service to the PRCUA.

So what will be the challenges for our new officers as they take on the responsibilities of
office? THEY WILL BE DEALING WITH:
®  Regulations and Regulatory Agencies--—more than ever before we are spending more time
on compliance issues with the National Association of Insurance Commissioners and State
insurance agencies and the federal government. We are dealing with changes in bond market
ratings, risk-based capital requirements, agent training, money laundering, right-to-know and
fiduciary rules, privacy issues and cyber security governance. All of these issues are carryovers
from the melt down of the financial crisis of 2007 and 2008.
®  The possibility of losing the Not-for-Profit status of the fraternal benefit societies by the
Federal and State governments’ desire to tax the income of our organizations. That change
would severely affect our fraternal activities.
®  The fierce competition for sales of financial products, not only from fraternals, but from
banks, credit unions, brokerage house, for-profit insurance companies and mutual funds.
®  The disinterest of millennials and immigrants to the need for life insurance and savings
accounts that are necessary to provide and protect their families from financial catastrophes
®  The disinterest in our ethnic heritage and culture of many of the third, fourth and fifth
generation Polish Americans and recent Polish immigrants, to affiliate with Polish fraternal
organizations.
®  The challenge of our corporate governance. It needs to be changed. As can be seen by the
vacancies and the lack of competition for existing directorships, we have too many director
positions and too many established districts. Reduction and regionalization of territories and the
establishment of a professional business board are paramount to the running of a successful
fraternal enterprise. A separate fraternal activities board should be established to address our
cultural and athletic activities.

This topic had been addressed by the Executive Committee on two separate occasions but
was tabled and deferred in discussions at the Board level.

AND ABOVE ALL ELSE ... they must also remember that although we are a NOT-FOR-
PROFIT fraternal organization, WE MUST BE PROFITABLE. We are an organization that
has over $206 million in assets with great responsibilities to uphold the financial promises that
have been made to our members. We must be run by dedicated individuals with business
acumen. WE CANNOT ALLOW THE PRCUA to fall into another financial quagmire. We
will not survive.

In closing, I am grateful for the help of my Executive Committee members during the last
eight years: Anna Sokolowski, Robert Bielenda, Misia Jaminski and Jim Robaczewski for their
dedication and support; for the work of the Board of Directors; for the wonderful employees and
staff at the Home Office and for all of our members who make the PRCUA the great
organization that it is.

But I am especially grateful to my “stodkie serduszko”, my life’s partner, Judy, for her
undying support and confidence in me as we carried on the work of the PRCUA. Both Judy and
I heartfeltly thank you. God bless you and God bless the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America. ”

President Drobot’s address received a standing ovation.

PRCUA National Chaplain Rev. Walter Ptak said an Opening Prayer and led
everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance. After the Credentials Committee report that 135
delegates were registered, Rev. Ptak swore in the first group of delegates.

The Budget and Grievance Committee, Chaired by Patrick Kosowski, presented its
recommendations for renumeration of the Presidium, after which nominations for the
Convention Presidium were submitted.

The Presidium, consisting of: Barbara Toboy - Chairman; Christopher Ozog - Vice
Chairman; and Elizabeth Dynowski - Secretary was unanimously approved and sworn
in by Fr. Ptak. President Drobot turned over the 62nd Convention of the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America to Chairperson Toboy.

The Credentials Committee reported on new delegates present, the new delegates
were sworn in by Fr. Ptak, and Chairman Toboy announced additional appointments
to the Convention Committees.

The Friday session was adjourned for dinner and reconvened in the evening to
discuss the recommendations of the Budget and Grievance Committee.

On Saturday, August 11, Mass was offered for delegates and guests at 7 a.m. The
Convention session began at 9 a.m. with the Opening Prayer and Pledge of Allegiance
offered by Fr. Walter Ptak, followed by the Committee on Rules and Order reading the
agenda for the day.

After the Credentials Committee reported on new delegates present, the oath was
administered to them and Chairman Toboy introduced the remaining committee
appointments. She also thanked young, first-time delegates to the Convention, for their
involvement and commitment to serve the PRCUA.

The Saturday session consisted of reports presented by various committees, as well
as remarks by planned speakers. Joseph Steimla, PRCUA Actuary, gave his report. This
was his 8th PRCUA Convention. He said how unfortunate it is that most fraternal
organizations have decreasing membership. He stressed the need to (Cont. on pg. 7)
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(Cont. from pg. 5) calculate
rates in upcoming years to
accommodate the commit-
ments made by the PRCUA, to
make sure that enough
premiums are received so that
the PRCUA can invest it, and
to earn enough income to be
able to grow the surplus. He
assured the delegates that the
PRCUA is financially stable
but advised that the PRCUA
should be more competitive
with annuities. He also
informed members that
the new CSO table will be
available shortly. Mr.
Steimla answered
questions from the floor

Convention Presidium (I-r): Secretary Elizabeth Dynowski, Vice  presented her report in
Chair Christopher Ozog, Chair Barbara Toboy, John Chitkowski ~ which she thanked all
who submit articles and photos to the newspaper, and the support
she gets with proofreading. She briefly spoke about changes to the
publication which were introduced since her appointment as
Executive Editor, satisfactory cooperation with Topweb, LLC
which prints Nardd Polski, and her plans for the upcoming issues of
the publication.

The session continued with the Enterprise Risk
Management Committee report submitted by Thomas
Jesionowski; the Corporate Governance Committee report
presented by Eileen Hanley; and the Growth and Development
Committee report presented by James Rustik.

Thomas Jesionowski informed that the Enterprise Risk
Management Committee was formed to define the roles and responsibilities for
directors and senior management, to look at compliance issues and controls, the
security of the building and cyber security, as well as the procedures of the PRCUA
departments and their employees. Some of the manuals and organizational procedures
were updated. The report was accompanied by
a list of recommendations.

The Corporate Governance Committee,
formed in 2016, focused on determining the
structure of the Board and identifying more
stringent qualifications for the Executive
Officers and Board members. A review of the
qualifications and requirements regarding the

administration was demanded by the State of Thomas Je§i°n°YV5ki James Rustik -
Ilinois, which placed stricter conditions on - Enterprise Risk Growth and
fraternals in order to protect them from being Management Development

merged.
The Growth and Development Committee’s goal was to establish talking points
about areas of concern along with specific items for enhancement of the growth of
membership in the PRCUA. It addressed the organizational, fraternal and financial
activities of the Union. Mr. Rustik outlined a few points for consideration: 1) how to
attract new members and retain existing members;
2) services that can be introduced in the short term
to assist with member retention and enhance
growth of new members; and 3) organizational
and management considerations. All of the
reports presented, were accepted by the delegates.
The Constitution Committee, chaired by
Michael R. Turkiewicz, presented a report
consisting of 11 proposals: 1) Constitution changes
for gender neutrality; 2) Constitution format,
spelling and structure corrections (both proposals
submitted by John Chitkowski, PRCUA Attorney);
3) Board of Directors and Executive Officers qualifications; 4) Executive Officers and
Director education requirements (both submitted by the Executive Committee); 5)
Executive Officers” duties (submitted by Board of Directors); 6) Newly licensed states
added to PRCUA Districts (submitted by Robet Fattore, PRCUA Director of Sales); 7)
Past Presidents and their role in the current Board of Directors (submitted by Directors
Joanna Zajac, Joan Sylak, Constance Bonin, Sharon Haberski, and Barbara Raczynski
Toboy); 8) State Required Constitution
and By-Laws Compliance (submitted
by John Chitkowski, PRCUA
Attorney); 9) Officer and Director
qualifications for nomination
(submitted by Steven Cieslicki); 10)
Patron, emblem-seal Polish translation
and upward position (submitted by
Agnieszka Bastrzyk, PRCUA Director
of Marketing); and 11) Duties of the
National Chaplain (submitted by Rev.

Canon Walter J. Ptak). Proposals 1, 2, and 6 were accepted without further discussion,
proposals 3 and 4 were subjected to further amendment and discussion. A new version
of proposal 5 was presented to the delegates. Agreement was reached that the
paragraphs of the Constitution mentioned in the revised proposal will be moved to the
By-Laws, and the proposal was accepted.

The session broke for Iunch and reconvened with an updated count of delegates
and the oath being given to the new delegates. The session returned to the remaining
proposals. Proposal 7 was discussed and accepted. Proposal 8 was accepted without
discussion. Proposal 11 was passed and accepted; it was agreed that it will be
referenced in the PRCUA By-Laws. Proposals 3, 4, 9, and 10 were tabled for further
discussion.

After a short recess, it was announced that William F. Marutzky, withdrew his
candidacy for the position of PRCUA National Secretary-Treasurer. A short discussion
on the approval of the candidates running for PRCUA Officers and Directors followed
the Qualifications Committee’s report, which was accepted and approved by the
delegates.

Next, the Board of Directors Audit Committee presented its report informing
delegates that a new audit company will be hired at the end of 2018 to have a fresh look
at the PRCUA. The report, which stressed the need to increase membership, was
accepted. The Budget and Grievance Committee made a recommendation to accept a
delegate after a grievance was received by the Committee. The recommendation was
accepted.

The session continued with guest speakers Richard Owsiany, President, and
Matgorzata Kot, Managing Director, of the Polish Museum of America. Mr. Owsiany
reminded delegates that the PRCUA was the founder of the PMA. He thanked the
PRCUA, and its past and present administrations, for being a constant supporter of the
PMA for the past 83 years. Mrs. Kot gave a PowerPoint ; —
presentation on the most valuable artifacts in the Museum's
collections. She thanked the Union for its support and wished
the delegates successful deliberations at the 62nd Convention.

The Saturday session adjourned early so that delegates
could ready themselves for the Convention Banquet which
began at 6:30 p.m. in the Great Ball Room. The Banquet program
was opened with a warm welcome by Robert Bielenda, PRCUA
Vice President Emeritus and Chairman of the Pre-Convention
Arrangements Committee. This was followed by the singing of
the National Anthems by Ania Toboy.

Organizers(FFOs). Richard Turkiewicz explained briefly his responsibilities and
proceedings as a Fraternal Field Organizer in Florida.

Agnieszka Bastrzyk reported that the Marketing Department has been busy
producing many materials in order to promote the PRCUA and its life insurance and
annuity products throughout the schools and at various events. Both reports, and the

reports of the Interrogation Committee and the Information Committee were accepted
without further discussion.

The Press Committee read a congratulatory letter that was received from the
Polish Falcons of America in Pittsburgh, PA, which did not come in time to be included
in the 62nd National Quadrennial Convention Program Book. The Committee also
stated that press releases, with the results of the election, will be sent out to the Polish
newspapers and local media.

The Resolution Committee presented a resolution to (among other things)
implement new technologies; continue close relations with the Catholic Church, other
Polish American organizations and the Polish Museum of America; support the
PRCUA Societies; and they thanked the outgoing administration. The report was
tabled for discussion.

Sunday deliberations recessed at 1 p.m. for the Fraternal Luncheon which was held
in the Great Lakes Room at the hotel. Guests enjoyed a buffet, while candidates for
office distributed their election promotional materials to the delegates.

The proceedings reconvened at 3 p.m. The Credential Committee reported 178
delegates registered and the new delegates were sworn in.

The Qualifications Committee presented its report and the list of approved and
amended contested candidates for office - 2 for President, and 2 for Secretary-
Treasurer. The Vice President and running Directors were unopposed.

The Committee asked the candidates who were opposed (James J. Robaczewski
and Michael R. Turkiewicz for President; Agnieszka J. Bastrzyk and Gregory B. Olma
for Secretary-Treasurer) to assemble at the podium. Each of them was given 5 minutes
to address the delegates.

After their speeches, the Election Committee presented the election rules and
informed the delegates that the Australian system of voting will be used during the
election, and that the delegate registration will close 30 minutes after the voting starts.

Before the election began, the Young Adult Committee, chaired by Kevin Kucik
and consisting of four members who were participating at the Convention for the first
time, presented their report. They outlined some ideas about how to get younger
members more involved in the PRCUA and how to reach out to young non-members to
join the PRCUA.

The voting began at 4:38 p.m. and the registration of the delegates closed promptly
at 5:08 p.m. Voting started with delegates-at-large, followed by all delegates.

Since a quorum was still present in the meeting room during the voting process,
the Resolution Committee presented additional
resolutions and the final versions were voted
upon and accepted. PRCUA National Chaplain
Walter Ptak informed the delegates that since
Rev. Canon Anthony Iwuc will retire as
PRCUA Vice Chaplain in September, a new
Vice Chaplain will be appointed in the near
future. President Drobot thanked Fr. Iwuc for : —
his long service of 44 years to the PRCUA  Report of the Young Adult Committee
where he served first as a National Chaplain, presented by Chairman Kevin Kucik
then as Vice Chaplain. He also mentioned that Fr. Iwuc celebrated his 90th birthday
and 65th anniversary of his priesthood this year. “Sto Lat” was sung for our beloved
PRCUA Vice Chaplain. Fr. Iwuc reminisced about the PRCUA’s past and said that he
was happy to serve the PRCUA and would have done it over and over.

While the voting results were calculated, three young dancers - Natalya Bonkowki,
Karolina and Emilia Kroplewski - who attended the 10th International Children’s
Folklore Festival in Iwonicz Zdrdj this summer, talked about their impressions from the
Festival.

After the votes were calculated, the Chairman of the Election Committee presented
the results: 230 ballots were printed; 177 delegates voted. 176 ballots were cast for the
office of President: 124 for James Robaczewski and 52 for Michael Turkiewicz. Also,
177 ballots were cast for the office of Secretary-Treasurer: 148 for Agnieszka Bastrzyk
and 29 for Gregory Olma. The Chairman asked for a motion to accept the results. The
motion was seconded and passed.

After a 15-minute recess the Rules and Order Committee presented their final
report. A motion to approve all of the resolutions, reports, changes, election results
and actions, and to discharge all of the committees was made and approved.

Convention Chair Barbara Toboy motioned for the presentation of the new
PRCUA administration to be held before the end of the Sunday session instead of on
Monday morning, which was readily accepted by the delegates.

The new Officers and Directors of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America,
and their escorts promenaded into the meeting room: Directors: Louis J. Perfetto, Jr. (D-
2), Mitchell J. Bienia and Thomas D. Jesionowski (D-5), Andrew T. Lech (D-6), Myron E.
Cislo and Elizabeth D. Dynowski (D-8), and Colleen K. Bonkowski and Courtney P.
Ozog (D-10). They were followed by the Officers: Secretary-Treasurer Agnieszka
Bastrzyk, Vice President Micheline Jaminski, President James J. Robaczewski and
National Chaplain Rev. Canon Walter J. Ptak. Missing during the presentation were
Directors Patrick C. Kosowski (D-4), Anna Krysinski (D-7) and Elizabeth A. Sadus (D-
9). Fr. Ptak administered the oath of office to the new administration of the PRCUA

Closing remarks were given by President-elect James J. Robaczewski, who thanked
everyone for attending the Convention, the past PRCUA administration for their
dedication and cooperation, PRCUA employees for their work during the Convention,
and his family for their support. He also expressed hope for fruitful cooperation among
the new Officers and the Board Members.

Rev. Canon Walter Ptak offered the Benediction and final blessing to the new
administration, all delegates and members and to the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America. By the power vested in her, Chairman Barbara Toboy adjourned the 62nd
Quadrennial Convention of the PRCUA at 7:06 p.m.

Inauguration of the new administration will take place on Sunday, September 9,
2018 at the Mass at St. Hedwig Church in Chicago, IL, followed by a 145th Anniversary
Banquet at Galleria Marchetti in Chicago (see details on pg. 2.)

What happens when you combine two Polish Folk Dance
Ensembles? The product is one large dance family! Halka-Zajaczek
Ensemble traveled to Iwonicz-Zdrdj,Poland representing USA-
Detroit, along with seven other dance groups from the USA. Halka-
Zajaczek Ensemble was the result of many months of hard work and
two dance groups coming together with one purpose: to participate in
the International Children’s Folk Festival held in Poland every three
years. The members spent many hours preparing, practicing, and
organizing for this major event. From costumes to suitcases, this
group came together and worked as a team led by our Director
Colleen Bonkowski and our Choreographer Thomas Lisiecki.

While in Poland, the Ensemble performed in three cities:
Iwonicz-Zdréj, Rzeszow, and Krosno. Halka-Zajaczek is one of
sixteen dance troops participating in the Festival, and one of eight
groups representing the USA. Additionally, two other dance schools
traveled from the State of Michigan - Gwiazda from Hamtramck and
Opole, also from Detroit. So what is the common thread that weaves
us together? Simple: our Polish heritage.

We have come together to celebrate, through the art of song and
dance, what it means to be Polish and to preserve the memories of
our ancestors. The Dance Ensembles have not only been dancing
individually, but also participated in group training sessions, learning
dances which will be performed on the last day of the Festival.
However, the Poland experience has not been limited to only the
dancing. The food, language, and lifestyle have also provided our
Festival participants with a unique understanding of what it is like to
live in Europe. For example, on Friday, July 20, 2018 all of the
dancers attended a Mass together to recognize the beginning of the
Festival. Dressed in their signature costumes, we
came together as one, to worship and give thanks
for the many talents and skills which allow us to
perform. So, in the end, what will we, Halka-
Zajaczek Ensemble, take away from Poland?
Memories and friendships which will last a lifetime!

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PRCUA Gwiazda Dancers Go to Poland

It’s July. School’s out. The Weather’s Warm. For many, that
means vacation. But where to go? There’s always that lakefront
cottage...maybe camping...summer trip to Washington, D.C.? The
PRCUA Gwiazda Dancers decided that they’d spend at least part of their
2018 summer vacation in Poland, participating in the Tenth International
Children’s Folk Festival in Iwonicz Zdr6j, Poland.

Members of the Gwiazda Dancers boarded planes in Detroit (and
some in Toronto) on July 16, headed to Krakéw. Everyone landed safely
on July 17 with minimal incidents (what’s a plane trip without at least a
few delays?) In Krakow, the Ensemble met with other members who had
left for Poland in June or earlier in July to visit family or do some pre-
festival touring.

That first night in Krakow gave first-time visitors a glimpse of
what Poland and the trip had to offer. Everyone was amazed by
Krakow’s beauty. After spending time to get settled, the entire Ensemble
had dinner at Morskie Oko Restaurant. The restaurant features Polish
favorites, as well as items and dishes more typically found in and around
Zakopane. Seated at long tables in the restaurant, while a live goralska
kapela (Highlander band) played, the group talked about their
excitement for the upcoming events and swapped travel stories. After
dinner, there was time for some shopping, walking in the rynek, and, of
course, some ice cream.

The morning of July 18 saw the dancers and their families
assembling with massive amounts of luggage in the hotel lobby to load
up the bus and head to the Festival in Iwonicz Zdr¢j. Before heading to
Iwonicz, the dancers visited with PRCUA National Chaplain, Fr. Walter
Ptak, who was leading a tour group in Poland and happened to be staying
at the same hotel in Krakow.

A long bus ride can drag a bit. Sure there are naps and I-pads, but
even those can get a bit boring. To keep the bus ride to Iwonicz Zdrgj
rolling, Gwiazda’s Choreographer Basia Nowakowski and Director
Jessica Wendt taught the passengers hand gestures to go along with the
classic song, Szta Dzieweczka.

Festival Day 1 (July 19): The first full day of the Festival.
Members of the Ensemble participated in a practice on the main stage
located in Iwonicz’s main square. There was also a dyskoteka (disco) for
all of the groups. July 19 was also the 15th wedding anniversary of
Erica and Sherif (parents of 4 Gwiazda Dancers). The Ensemble was happy to celebrate their anniversary with them and
presented them with a piece of Bolestawiec pottery. Also on the 19th, Gwiazda dancer Harriet Kowalski lost a tooth. In case
you were wondering, in Poland, the tooth fairy brings zfozy.

Festival Day 2 (July 20): A really full day. Members of the
Ensemble attended Mass in their folk attire. One of Gwiazda’s
2019 graduates, Max Chabowski, was selected to give a
Reading during Mass. Later that day, the Ensemble walked in
the parade with all of the groups participating in the Festival
and performed in the concert that opened the Festival. Gwiazda
performed their disco. The Ensemble also celebrated Gwiazda
Dancer Michael Wolniewicz’s 13th Birthday with a birthday
banner, and cake and choruses of Sto Lat at lunchtime. That
evening the Ensemble had an ognisko (campfire) with kietbasa,

Festival Day 3 (July 21): Another busy day in Iwonicz. ;

The Ensemble spent some time practicing their dances for the remaining
performances during the Festival. That afternoon, the Ensemble
performed in a concert in Iwonicz’s square.

Festival Day 4 (July 22): Gwiazda started the morning with a several
kilometer hike toward a scenic overlook in Iwonicz. The route took
members of the Ensemble up stairs and hills. There were some pretty
impressive views while climbing. Unfortunately time constraints forced
the hike to end early. After a little down-time and some costume prep
time, the Ensemble boarded a bus headed to Rymandéw Zdr6j. Rymanéw
was about 30 minutes away and has several tapped springs. Visitors bring
water jugs to the different springs, which have different tastes and healing
properties, according to their mineral content. In Rymanéw, Gwiazda
performed its Lubelski and Beskid Zywiecki suites, along with the
Krakowiak and its disco performance in a concert with Maty Lajkonik
from Chicago, and Kukuteczka from Latvia.

July 22 was also Dni Iwonicza (Iwonicz Day), which saw a slate of
concerts presented in Iwonicz’s main square that evening. Festival
goers were treated to performances by a Beatles cover band (songs with
Liverpudlian accents, but commentary in Polish) and by the Disco Polo
Band, Classic.

Festival Day 5 (July 23): The start of the final stretch. Now is the
time for the “really big” performances. Gwiazda and the other
participating ensembles all boarded buses headed to the neighboring
city of Krosno. Krosno hosted the Festival’s concert of dances from
each of the group’s home countries. For its entry, Gwiazda performed a
disco dance to Madonna’s “Hung Up.” Disco originated in the USA in
the mid-to-late 70s and was popularized by many artists on Detroit’s
Motown record label. Disco, and the beats associated with the genre,
are enjoying resurgence now (think of many Bruno Mars songs).
“Hung Up” was selected because

24 saw the gala
concert and the
closing of the
Festival. The theme of the gala concert was “The Ballad of Iwonicz.” The story went like
this: Iwonik, the gnome from Iwonicz was frozen by an evil wizard and the gnomes from all
the countries participating in the Festival had to come and help to save him. Gwiazda was
happy to have “Harriet the Garden Gnome” do her part to free Iwonik. Gwiazda was proud
to present its Beskid Zywiecki in the Festival’s gala concert.

With the completion of the gala concert, the Festival drew to a close. That left the
dancers and their families to return to their rooms, pack their things and get ready for the
Poland trip’s next phase — the tour. However, before that, there was time for another ognisko,
complete with Polish campfire songs, friends made during the Festival, kietbasa, thank yous,
and snacks. Also, because it was July 24, and July 25 is Christmas in July (it’s not just for
mattress sales and car dealers), each of the dancers received a magnet shaped like an ewe or
a ram bearing the name: Iwonicz Zdroj to remember their week at the Festival.

Tour Day 1 (July 25): With baggage packed and ready to go, Gwiazda loaded their bus
and headed from Iwonicz to Krakow. In Krakow,
some members of Gwiazda’s entourage headed
to tour Auschwitz and Wieliczka, while others
stayed in Krakow for free time (i.e. shopping).

Tour Day 2 (July 26): Visiting the
Krakovian highlights. Tours of Wawel Castle
and Cathedral, St. Mary’s Basilica, and the stare
miasto (old city). For the true experience,
Gwiazda dancers past and present danced a
snippet of the Krakowiak in the courtyard of
Wawel Castle. Video of the dance was featured
on the Facebook page Wytnij Hotubca (a
Facebook group of people passionate in their
love of Polish Folklore). Following the tour,
there was free time before a group dinner at

Ognisko in Iwonicz Zdréj Kogel Mogel. If anything, this trip was
momentous, during free time two Gwiazda parents (Danny and Aimee) got engaged.

During dinner at Kogel Mogel, Danny and Aimee’s engagement was celebrated by the
Ensemble with a presentation of a piece of Bolestawiec pottery. Also, the Ensemble
presented Jessica Wendt, Gwiazda’s Director and Basia Nowakowski, Gwiazda’s
Choreographer with amber necklaces in appreciation for all the time and effort they spent to
get the group (literally and figuratively) to Poland.
