According to the PRCUA Constitution (Article 04C Officers’
and Directors’ Term of Office): All elected Officers and Directors
may hold office for three (3) consecutive full four-year terms, but
after expiration of such terms, they may seek some other office.

The duties of Directors, as defined in the PRCUA
Constitution, approved by the August 2014 Convention (Article
04D Elected Officers' Duties) are:

6. The Directors are duty bound to participate in all Board

Sessions of the Board of Directors. The Directors

a. supervise the locations of funds of the UNION;

b. approve the bond of the President and all other Officials
of whom a bond is required;

c. examine and approve all reports and official actions of
the respective Officers and are responsible for the safety,
development of, and order of the UNION;

d. upon the advice and written recommendation of the
UNION's actuaries, may make an equitable distribution
of surplus by the payment of dividends;

e. shall be bound to operate within the budget as approved
by the Convention and reviewed annually and adjusted
accordingly by the Budget Committee.

7. No Officer or Director of the UNION may hold more than
one office in the UNION, however, any Officer or Director
may not serve on any special Committee of the UNION
except Committees of the Board of Directors.

8. No spouse, parents, children or siblings of an Officer or
Director shall be salaried employees of the UNION in its offices.

In addition to the official duties of a Director of the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of America as outlined in the Constitution,
a Director is encouraged to:

- support membership in the PRCUA by encouraging
individuals, both adult and juvenile, to become members of
the PRCUA through its life insurance and annuity
programs;

The program continued after dinner with remarks by Piotr Semeniuk, Vice Consul of the
Republic of Poland in Chicago, who said:

I have the honor to address you here today and present a special letter from Mr. Adam
Kwiatkowski, the Secretary of State in the Chancellery of the President of the Republic of Poland,
Mpr. Andrzej Duda.

President of the Republic of Poland Andrzej Duda and the First Lady of Poland Agata
Kornhauser-Duda were very happy to be guests of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America in
your headquarters on Milwaukee Avenue in Chicago in May of this year. Mr. Kwiatkowski, on behalf
of the Polish President, congratulates you all on the 145th anniversary. He thanks you for
persevering your faith and cultivating the Polish heritage, as well as for promoting a positive image
of Poland and the Poles in the USA.

Let me also say a few words from myself as a Polish Consul in Chicago.

A friend of mine, who is a teacher in Chicago, told me a story from last week, the first week of
school. He asked some new students if they are Americans. One smart young student in his class said:
“Yes, I am an American citizen, but I'm Polish.” So nice, isn’t it?

Today, when you celebrate the 145th Anniversary of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America, and 100th anniversary of Poland regaining independence after World War I, I would like
to say that even when Poland was dependent for many years in the 19th and 20th centuries, Polish-
Americans - POLONIA has been always independent and free, has supported our Homeland —
KRAJ nad Wistq, and today is opening Poland for strong cooperation with the United States of
America.

The Polish Roman Catholic Union of America has always been a strong factor in this movement,
and is now an excellent example of that drive towards independence. At the time when Poland was
divided between Russia, Germany and Austria, fathers of your organization created a new Poland in
America with Polish heritage, culture, language, cuisine, music and a unique Polish national feature,
which is the love of freedom. And that still successfully exists!

Secondly, Polish-Americans actively supported Poland’s fight for independence during World
War I, World War Il and during Communism. There was a time in Chicago after 1945 when the
Polish Consulate in Chicago was Polish only by name. Poland was a dependent communist country.
But American Polonia was a symbol of independent and free Poland. Poland is not only a territory.
Polska jest tam, gdzie bijq polskie serca. (Poland is there where the Polish heart beats.) True Poland
is - and always has been - in your hearts! I can almost hear it here, among you: Po-land, Po-Iska,
Po-land, Po-Iska, Po-land, Po-Iska...

As a Consul of the new independent Republic of Poland, I am personally so honored and proud

to thank you ALL and your ancestors for maintaining an independent
Poland in your hearts! Thank you for all that you have done and all that
you are doing for Poland and the Polish nation!

Thank you for your commitment to the Polish community through life
insurance, for working with children, young people and the elderly, for
Polish schools, POLONIA and WESOLY LUD dance groups, which will
perform today with an artistic program and for other PRCUA dance
ensembles, for sports ventures, for the Polish Museum in America and its
library and for supporting initiatives in Poland and America.

Thank you that so many young American citizens are proud to say
publicly: I am Polish” - JESTEM POLAKIEM - just like that young
student from Chicago.

I want to remind you of the years, when the last words of the Polish
church hymn, "Boze cos Polske..." were: "Ojczyzne wolnq racz nam
wrocié Panie!" - Please return to us our free homeland, oh Lord! Now, I
have a very special feeling when I hear Polish people, on both sides of the
ocean, proudly sing: "Ojczyzne wolng pobtogostaw Panie" - Oh Lord,
please BLESS our free homeland!

So now let me congratulate the new President of the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America, Mr. James Robaczewski, on the wonderful
role he is taking over to play. I wish you, Mr. President, and all elected
new officers and directors good luck in keeping and developing the
excellent inheritance of fight for and support of independence, both in
Poland and in Polish-American's hearts!

This was followed by entertainment presented by two of the PRCUA
dance ensembles from the Chicago area: Polonia Polish Dance & Song
Ensemble (Anna Krysinski, Director; Jacklyn Krysinski, Choreographer;
Mieczyslaw Dzis, Music Director, Cecylia Roznowska, Founder, Hon.
Artistic Director & Choreographer), and Wesoty Lud Polish Folk Dance
Company (Richard Jaminski, Artistic Director and Choreographer;
Michael Dziadkoweic, Assistant; Micheline I. Jaminski, Founder, Hon.
Artistic Director and Choreographer).

Polonia showed their talents and skills in a suite of dances from
Warsaw and Wesoty Lud dancers enchanted the audience with dances
from the region of Spisz.

The Anniversary Banquet program closed with remarks by President
James J. Robaczewski, who said:

Tonight, we are gathered to celebrate two events in the history of the
PRCUA. We are commemorating the 145th Anniversary of our founding
at St. Albertus Church in Detroit, Michigan. Those individuals gathered
there to create an organization to keep and promote our heritage and
culture. I know they would be proud that we are keeping it going 145
years later and will continue for many years to come.

We are also celebrating the installation of a new Board of Directors
and Executive Committee. This is a very exciting time for us. The world
of fraternal organizations is challenging as the country becomes a more
blended culture, so we need to remind our friends and our family about
their rich Polish heritage.

My plan, as it has been with past administrations, is to grow the
PRCUA. We, as an organization, need to invigorate our membership to
believe in the PRCUA and to promote it in their communities. I ask all of
you to “spread the news” about us. Tell your neighbors. If you remember
the old shampoo commercial: you tell two friends and they’ll tell two
friends and so on and so on... That’s how you can help grow the PRCUA.
Our communities, be it Chicago, Philadelphia, Cleveland, Detroit and all
around the country, need to know more about the PRCUA. If you have an
idea or want to learn more, contact my office, the vice president’s office,
or the secretary-treasurer’s office. Tell us your idea or call to learn more.
People from Buffalo know better about what is going on in their area than
the people in Chicago know about Buffalo. Keep us informed of
opportunities in your area.

Of course, part of the plan is also to keep PRCUA financially stable.
We will continue to closely monitor our investments and expenses as well
as revisit the products we offer to our members over the next four years in
order to maintain our financial stability.

I will close with two quotes from former U. S. presidents.

The first is from Abraham Lincoln: “A house divided against itself
cannot stand.” What this means to the PRCUA is that we need to stay
united in our efforts. There are times when we do not agree with other
people around us, but need to get past the disagreement, keep bonded
together as there is strength there.

Lastly, I will use a line from John F. Kennedy's inaugural speech, but
will modify it for our audience:

Ask not what the PRCUA can do for you, but what you can do for the
PRCUA.

Get involved, Stay involved and get others involved.

At the end of the program, Benediction was given by retired PRCUA
National Vice Chaplain, Rev. Canon Anthony D. Iwuc.

The evening continued with dancing to the music of the Anthony
Kawalkowski Orchestra.

COMMUNISM AND LED US INTO THE NEW MILLENNIUM

40th Anniversary of Karol Wojtyla’s Election as Pope John Paul 11

Forty
years ago, on
October 16,
1978, Poles all
over the world
rejoiced upon
hearing the
message about
the election of
Cardinal Karol
Wojtyta to the
Petrine
Throne.

Karol
Jozet Wojtyla
was born on
May 18, 1920,
in Wadowice,
Poland - the
youngest of three children born to Polish officer Karol Wojtyta and teacher Emilia (Kaczorowska) Wojtyta. His
mother died in 1929 when Wojtyta was eight years old. His elder sister, Olga, had died before his birth, and his brother
Edmund, who was 13 years his senior and worked as a physician, died in 1932.

In 1938, Karol Wojtyta and his father left Wadowice and moved to Krakéw, where Karol enrolled at the
Jagiellonian University to study philology and various languages. After the outbreak of World War II in 1939, the
Germans closed the university. All able-bodied males were required to work, so from 1940 to 1944 Karol Wojtyta
worked various jobs as a messenger for a restaurant, a manual laborer in a limestone quarry, and for the Solvay
chemical factory, in order to avoid deportation to Germany. In 1941, his father died of a heart attack.

After his father’s death, Karol started thinking seriously about the priesthood. In 1942, he began taking courses in
the clandestine underground seminary run by the Archbishop of Krakow, Adam Stefan Cardinal Sapicha. Wojtyta was
ordained to the priesthood on All Saints' Day, November 1, 1946 by Cardinal Sapieha. That same month, Cardinal
Sapicha sent Fr. Wojtyla to Rome to study at the Pontifical International Athenacum Angelicum, the future Pontifical
University of Saint Thomas Aquinas. In July of 1947, he earned and received his doctorate in Philosophy on June 19,
1948.

Rev. Wojtyta returned to Poland in the summer of 1948 for his first pastoral assignment in the village of
Niegowi¢. In March of 1949, he was transferred to Saint Florian Parish in Krakow. He taught ethics at the Jagiellonian
University and subsequently at the Catholic University of Lublin. In 1954, he earned a doctorate in Sacred Theology.
In 1958, Fr. Wojtyla was named auxiliary bishop of Krakow and received episcopal consecration (as Titular Bishop of
Ombi) on September 28, 1958. At the age of 38, he became the youngest bishop in Poland.

On July 16, 1962, after the death of Krakdéw's Archbishop Eugeniusz Baziak, Bishop Wojtyta was selected as
Vicar Capitular, a temporary administrator, until an Archbishop could be appointed.

In October 1962, Bishop Wojtyta took part in the Second Vatican Council (1962-1965). He also participated in
the assemblies of the Synod of Bishops. On January 13, 1964, Pope Paul VI appointed Wojtyta Archbishop of
Krakoéw. On June 26, 1967, the pope elevated Archbishop Karol Wojtyta to the Sacred College of Cardinals. He was
named Cardinal-Priest of the Titulus of San Cesareo in Palatio.

On August 26, 1978, Pope John Paul I was elected to the papacy, however he died unexpectedly only 33 days
later. On the third day of the second Papal conclave of 1978, the College of Cardinals elected Karol Cardinal Wojtyta
as the new pope. The 58-year-old Cardinal became the 264th Pope of the Roman Catholic Church, and was the first
non-Italian pope in 455 years. He took the name of John Paul II.

He became one of the most dynamic and most traveled world leaders in history. During his pontificate, Pope John
Paul II visited 132 countries and 900 towns. He traveled over 1,700,000 kilometers. He visited Poland 9 times, the
United States, 7 times. He held 1,161 general audiences, attended by 17.6 million people; 38 official visits with heads
of State and more than 982 audiences and meetings with political figures. He published five books during his papacy:
“Beyond the Threshold of Hope” (1994); the autobiography “Gift and Mystery” (1996); a book of poetry “Roman
Triptych” (2003); “Get Up, Let Us Go” (2004); and “Memory and Identity” (2005). He wrote 14 encyclicals, 14
apostolic exhortations, 11 apostolic constitutions and 45 apostolic letters and delivered 3,288 planned speeches. As
Pope, he beatified 1,338 people in 147 ceremonies and canonized 482 saints in 51 ceremonies - more than all of his
predecessors combined over the past 500 years. He convened 9 consistories and installed 232 cardinals, ordained 321
bishops, baptized 687 children as well as 814 adults. John Paul II significantly improved the Catholic Church's
relations with other religions and denominations. He is also recognized as helping to end Communist rule in his native
Poland and eventually in all of Europe.

In his first encyclical, Redemptor Hominis he wrote that religious freedom was the most important human right.

In June of 1979, Pope John Paul II visited Poland for the first time. During his visit he preached about religious
freedom, human rights and spoke of the need for spiritual and cultural renewal, preserving Poland’s strong faith. He
implored the Polish people to "Be not afraid." His visit emboldened the Solidarity movement, and by 1980, the
government recognized Solidarity as the first independent trade union in the Communist bloc.

Pope John Paul II survived an attempted assassination after being shot four times on May 13, 1981 in St. Peter's
Square, and remained active after recuperating. In 2001, he was diagnosed with Parkinson's disease, yet he continued
to tour the world. In February of 2005 he was hospitalized twice with breathing problems and later underwent a
tracheotomy. In March, he developed an infection and septic shock. He was monitored by a team of consultants at his
private residence. During his final days, tens of thousands of people assembled and held vigil in St. Peter's Square and
the surrounding streets. Masses for the intention of the Holy Father were held in churches around the world.

John Paul II died on Sunday, April 2, 2005. The Rite of Visitation took place from April 5 to 7 at St. Peter's
Basilica. Pope John Paul II’s testament was published on April 7, 2005. A solemn Requiem Mass was held for him on
April 8, attended by 4 kings, 5 queens, at least 70 presidents and prime ministers, and more than 14 leaders of other
religions, along with about 4,000,000 people gathered in and around Vatican City.

On December 19, 2009, Pope John Paul II was proclaimed Venerable by Pope Benedict XVI and was beatified on
May 1, 2011 (Divine Mercy Sunday) after the Congregation for the Causes of Saints attributed one miracle to his
intercession - the healing of a French nun from Parkinson's disease. A second miracle attributed to John Paul II's
intercession was approved on July 2, 2013, and confirmed by Pope Francis two days later. John Paul II was canonized
on April 27, 2014 (Divine Mercy Sunday), together with Pope John XXIII. St. John Paul II’s Feast Day is celebrated
on the anniversary of his papal inauguration on October 22nd.

October, the Month of the Feast Days
of St. Therese of the Child Jesus
and St. John Paul the Great

The leaves are changing and falling to the ground and there is a
crispness once again in the air. The long hot days of Summer are just a
memory now and the colors of Fall surround us. It is the month of

October, a time of harvest, pumpkins and apple cider. It is also a By Rev. Canon
month that brings with it many great Feast Days, especially the two Walter J. Ptak
mentioned in the headline. It’s time to celebrate the greatness of our National Chaplain,
God in giving us the changing seasons and, most importantly, the PRCUA

saints of this month, as examples of holiness to follow.
St. Therese of the Child Jesus

The first day of the month of October begins with the great Feast Day of St. Therese of the
Child Jesus, best known as the “Little Flower”. St. Therese was born in 1873 and died in 1897,
the last part of the 19th century in France. She wanted to enter the Carmelite Order at the age 14
and was refused many times. This led her to travel to Rome with her father to speak to the Pope
about her admission into the Carmelite Order. Eventually, she was allowed to enter and thus
began a life of extraordinary holiness. She was often misunderstood by the other sisters and often
suffered because of their jealousy towards her. She did not let this mistreatment stop her but
offered it up in the spirit love for Our Lord. She often said that “love proves itself by deeds” and
took every opportunity to offer sacrifices to the Lord no matter how small they were. She
becamea model of holiness and suffering in silence. She was diagnosed with an advanced case of
tuberculosis shortly before dying . She had concealed her pain and suffering, offering it up to the
Lord, whom she loved. Her autobiography, “The Story of a Soul” was widely published after her
death and has helped many people grow in holiness. She often said that she would spend her
eternity doing good on earth. Her devotion has spread far and wide and annual Novenas to the
“Little Flower” are held each year throughout the world. In 1997, on the 100th anniversary of her
death, St. John Paul II declared her to be a Doctor of the Church.

My short summary of her life gives you a glimpse of who she was, but there is much more.
If you are interested in learning more about her, please do an internet search and you will find
many sources that will fill in the rest of her life story. We can learn a great deal by following her
example of what it means to be a disciple of Jesus. She realized and internalized that it is in the
ordinary events of daily life that we can and should strive for holiness. Maybe that’s a thought to
keep in mind when we are doing a task that we really do not like!

St. John Paul the Great

Since his canonization in April of 2014, the Feast Day of St. John Paul the Great is
celebrated on October 22nd, each year in the Universal Church. For it is on this day in 1978 that
he was elevated to Supreme Pontiff and began his ministry as Vicar of Christ here on earth. This
year marks the 40th Anniversary since his election to the Chair of Peter. It is hard to believe that
forty years have passed since the news spread of his election. Forty years ago, I was beginning
my senior year of high school and was thinking about entering the seminary, which at that time
was unknown to anyone but myself. His election on October 16th, 1978, changed my life forever
as due to his example I decided to enter the seminary after high school. His personal holiness and
genuine spirit inspired me to become a priest, even though I waited another five months to tell
anyone!

So many people around the world have a deep devotion to him and pray to him for his
intercessory prayers for them and their many needs. He truly changed the world as we knew it
and his impact is still being felt today. I was so privileged to meet him on many occasions and I
am forever grateful for those precious moments with a future saint! Those meetings with him will
forever be in my heart and on my mind. On the occasion of his canonization, the Vatican released
an official prayer which I pray often. As we celebrate the 40th Anniversary of his election, |
would like to share it with you once again and hope that you will pray it often as well.

Oh, St. John Paul, from the window of heaven, grant us your blessing!
Bless the church that you loved and served and guided, courageously
leading it along the paths of the world in order to bring Jesus to everyone
and everyone to Jesus. Bless the young, who were your great passion.

THE KRAKOW SZOPKA

The szopka tradition dates back to the 19th century, when Krakow's
craftsmen began making these elaborate, colorful nativity scenes that
combined the architecture of Krakow with the Nativity of Jesus as
seasonal decorations. The custom grew in popularity and became a true
form of Polish folk art as Polish historical figures and mythology
sometimes made their way into the scenes. Often modeled after
Krakow’s architecture, they became more and more elaborate. Some
even included movable figures in the forms of stick puppets and
marionettes.

A szopka with movable pieces was banned from churches and
became more of a street performance act. During World War I, the
szopka was banned completely. In 1937, to salvage the dying tradition,
Krakow’s municipal authorities announced the first szopka competition.
The szopka can range in size from small up to approximately 6 feet high
and 9 feet wide. Since then, except for the duration of World War II, the
szopka competition has taken place in Krakow every year.

Lessons In Hope: My Unexpected Life with
St. John Paul 11

George Weigel describes his last meeting with St. John Paul the Great, a meeting
which occurred about three months before the Pontiff’s death, in the following words:

At 8:40 p.m. the Pope declared dinner finished; it was almost like the old days, with
him slapping the arms of the chair and getting up following grace after meals—except that
he could no longer get up. I walked around to his side of the table, went down on one knee
for his blessing, and said the rest of his story, “Holy Father, I promise you that, if you
don’t bury me, I’ll finish what I started.” We looked into each other’s eyes; I kissed his
ring (for the first time, I think); and then we parted, for what turned out to be the last time.

Weigel of course, is the author who Pope John Paul invited to write his biography;
and that 1999 internationally-acclaimed and best-selling biography, Witness to Hope, is
the work which Weigel promised to finish. That promise was fulfilled in 2010 when
Weigel published The End and the Beginning, the book which covered the last five years
of the Pope John Paul’s life and assessed the measure of his pontificate, tallying the
unprecedented record of that pontificate and listing Weigel’s estimate of the ten most
enduring accomplishments of John Paul’s papacy. The End and the Beginning also
became an international best seller.

As it turned out, however, what Weigel started was still not finished. Readers and
audiences wanted more—"stories about the man who had gone to the Father’s house in
2005, stories that would make him present again by rekindling memories or illuminating
previously unknown aspects of his rich personality.” Lessons in Hope: My Unexpected
Life with St. John Paul II is Weigel’s response to those requests and, in some cases,
demands; the book helps readers “to get to know more personally a saint who bent the
course of history in a humane direction.” Weigel does this by reporting on his many
meetings and conversations with St. John Paul and on his interviews of the Pope’s friends
and critics. Additionally, Weigel provides keen insights into John Paul’s message and
papacy, his role in the fall of European communism, and more personally, on his own life.

A review cannot hope to present the wealth of insights and reports which Weigel
provides; one must read the book to fully appreciate the range and scope of the reports. A
few samples will, however, provide some idea of why you should read Lessons in Hope.

At the spiritual level, Weigel reveals a man who had total confidence in the love of
God and trust in Divine Providence—qualities which made Pope John Paul not fearless
but, indeed, a man who lived beyond fear and who refused to surrender to the “tyranny of
the possible”. . . he could discern possibilities where others could only see fixed and
unchangeable realities, like the Berlin wall, or the seeming indifference of the young to
the Gospel, or the irrelevance of the Catholic Church to authentic liberation of humanity
in the twenty-first century and the third millennium.

By now, all know, or should know, the pivotal role that St. John Paul played in the
fall of European communism; but most don’t appreciate the battle he waged with Vatican
insiders to replace the well-intentioned but failed approach of Pope Paul VI’s Ostpolotik
with a “robust defense of human rights anchored in religious freedom.” Even fewer
people recognize John Paul’s vision of “a free and virtuous society of the future as one
composed of a democratic political community, a free economy, and a vibrant public
moral culture.” Equally central to John Paul II’s vision was the conviction that “religious
freedom makes everything else possible: it puts a check on state power because it declares
the inner life of men and women out-of-bounds to state coercion.”

In ecclesiastical matters as well, Lessons in Hope reveals fresh insights. John Paul’s
record-breaking number of beatifications and canonizations, for example, reflected his
conviction that we are living in “the greatest period of martyrdom in Christian history”
and that a new martyrology would have a “positive effect on the living Church
rediscovering its vocation.” We also learn that the Pope looked to appoint bishops
dedicated to “dynamic orthodoxy,” bishops “committed to the Church’s teaching, capable
of explaining it publicly, and good at attracting vocations to the priesthood and religious
life.”

Readers will also be captured by personal insights into Pope John Paul II’s
“personal” life. We learn, for example, details about the Pope’s views on literature and the
writers who influenced his own poetry. He agreed, for instance, that “One Day in the Life
of Ivan Denisovich ought to be read by every high school student in the world” and that
his ideas about creative work were significantly determined by the Juliusz Slowacki and
Cyprian Norwid. Pope John Paul II’s bond of friendship with President Ronald Reagan is
powerfully reflected in his distress at the former president’s battle with Alzheimer’s
disease and his specific request that Nancy Reagan be assured of his prayers. On a much
lighter note, we learn that when something struck John Paul as “amusing or curious,” a
favorite response was “Ale co zrobi¢?”

By the time of John Paul the Great’s death, only a handful of people knew and
understood the future saint better than George Weigel. Lessons in Hope allows readers to
share in that knowledge and understanding. Doing so will allow St. John Paul the Great to
become a “friend and a defining personality” in the reader’s life as he was in the life of
Weigel. This book belongs in the library of all of the members of the Polish Roman
Catholic Union.

Jan Pawet Il w dniu narodzinach, jego brat, Edmund, ktory byt 13 lat starszy od

wyboru Karola i byt lekarzem, zmart w 1932 roku. Matka Wojtytly
zmarta w 1929 roku, a ojciec w 1941 r.

Uczgszcezat do Panstwowego Gimnazjum Mgskiego w Wadowicach, ktore ukonczyt w
1938 r. Nastgpnie rozpoczat sudia polonistyczne na Wydziale Filozoficznym Uniwersytetu
Jagiellonskiego.
