Monsignor Michael R. Dylag Passed Away

Monsignor Michael R. Dylag, age 80, a member of PRCUA Father Al's
Society #1493, died on December 1, 2018 at the Lourdes Healthcare Facility
in Waterford, MI.

Cyril & Methodius Seminary in Orchard Lake, MI and St. Maur
in Kentucky. He was ordained a priest on May 15, 1965, at Blessed Sacrament Cathedral in
Greensburg, PA.

Monsignor Michael Dylag was predeceased by his parents and was the dear brother of
Loretta (the late Stanley) Lobaza, Carol Ann (the late Andrew) Molek, and the late
Lawrence Dylag. He is further survived by his sister-in-law Loretta Dylag as well as
nephews, nieces, great-nephews, and great-nieces. He is dearly remembered by members
of his beloved Orchard Lake St. Mary's Community, St. Louise Community, the Mount
Carmel Community of Wyandotte, MI and other areas where he served.

In a 2015 interview with The Catholic Accent newspaper of the Diocese of Greensburg
on the occasion of the 50th anniversary of his ordination to the priesthood, Monsignor
Dylag said he visited with Pope John Paul II about five times a year. He had also visited 76
countries and personally met with St. Mother Teresa, the late President George H.W. Bush,
President George W. Bush, former President Mikhail Gorbachev of the Soviet Union and
King Hussein of Jordan.

Monsignor Dylag first met Pope John Paul II in Pittsburgh in 1969 and had traveled to
Rome many times to concelebrate Mass together and have dinner with hm.

Monsignor Dylag served in Pennsylvania as parochial vicar of St. Mary of
Czestochowa Parish, New Kensington (1965-67), the former St. Mary Parish and Holy
Trinity Parish, both in Ford City (1967-69) and St. Paul Parish, Greensburg (1969-72). He
served as pastor of the former Holy Trinity Parish, Connellsville, and its chapel in Dawson
(1972-74) and the former St. Francis of Paola Parish, Ford City (1974-76).

In 1976, he was released from the diocese to take a position as Assistant Development
Director at Orchard Lake Seminary, Orchard Lake, MI. In 1994, at the request of Detroit
Archbishop His Eminence Adam Cardinal Maida, Monsignor Dylag was named to the
development team for the Pope John Paul II Cultural Center. He was also named a
domestic prelate on August 28, 1996. Monsignor Dylag retired in 2009 and lived in
Pleasant Ridge, MI, celebrating Mass at parishes and senior facilities in the Detroit area.

The Funeral Mass was officiated by Bishop Robert Fisher on Monday, December 10, at
the Chapel of Our Lady of Orchard Lake - Archdiocesan Shrine of St. John Paul II.

One of the beautiful Polish customs of the
Christmas season, which we are now celebrating,
is the blessing of our homes with incense and the
marking of our doors with the inscription above,
on the Feast of the Epiphany. This feast, on
January 6th, marks the twelfth day of Christmas
and is often referred to as “Little Christmas.” It is
on this day that we commemorate and celebrate
the visit of the Three Magi to the Newborn King.

Their presence in Bethlehem signifies that Jesus is not only the long-
awaited Savior of the Jews but of all people. The promise made by God
to send His Son to be our Redeemer is now fulfilled. The Magi, who were
not of Jewish linage, recognized Him to be One foretold by the prophets
and so Jesus is now revealed to be the Savior of all. The beautiful
Christmas Koleda, “"Medrcy Swiata” reminds us of this visit as it tells the
story of what happened that day and the jealousy
and rage of King Herod.

Since many of our Parishes offer blessed chalk
and incense to be taken home and used in a home
blessing, I thought I would share with you this
simple version to help you revive a custom that still
has great meaning today.

After marking the lintel of the main doors of
your home with 20+ K.M.B. +19, all make the sign of
the cross and the head of the house reads the
following prayer:

The Three Kings, Kasper, Melchior, Balthasar,
followed the Star of God’s only begotten Son who
came to us.
