Poland supports ecology but cannot abandon coal - Addressing a United Nations climate
conference, Polish President Andrzej Duda said  his country was “prepared to take its share of
responsibility for international security including climate policy. (…) Poland, now marking the
centennial of its regained independence, is actively working for peaceful cooperation between
states, based on the principles of international law, equality, solidarity and mutual respect.” But
Duda added that his coal-reliant nation has no plans to totally abandon that fossil fuel, whose
easily mineable resources are sufficient for the next 40 years. The two-week conference, attracting
some 30,000  delegates from around the globe, was held in the industrial city of Katowice, one of
Poland’s most smog-choked metropolises.

Poland has significantly reduced emissions - Prime Minister Mateusz Morawiecki, a strong
proponent of pro-environmental innovation told a UN climate conference taking place in Katowice
that, “Poland has made huge achievements in becoming more energy efficient over the past 25
years.” He pointed out its “reduction of carbon emissions and its promotion of electric vehicles.”
Morawiecki has also campaigned for better home insulation so less air-polluting fuel is needed for
home heating. He also cited ongoing afforestation, which increases air-purifying chlorophyll.
Delegates from around the world were whisked to and from their hotels in modern, non-polluting
electric buses.
