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Dear Fellow PRCUA members,

It is with pleasure that I present my first State
of the Union message to our membership. In its
146 years, the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America has endured depressions and recessions,
as well as times of great prosperity. We, as its
members, need to be proud of the
accomplishments that have been achieved, but
cannot sit back on our laurels. We need to be
responsible, relevant and recognizable.

It is time for every member of the PRCUA to
ask, “What can I do to make our beloved fraternal
even stronger?” The simple answer would be to
get more involved with the programs that the PRCUA offers,
but what needs to be done is for you to spread the word about
the PRCUA. Tell friends and neighbors about the benefits of
being a member.

As you will see, we are making great strides in sales and
marketing to bring the best products available to the public.
We are improving our infrastructure by replacing an
antiquated insurance administration system with a new state
of the art insurance platform that will allow members to access
information about their PRCUA insurance certificates
remotely.

Our financial statement for the year 2018 is on page 5. I
am pleased to report that the PRCUA had a positive net
income of $606,119, leaving the PRCUA with a total surplus of
$11,802,052.

Our sales numbers continue to reflect the hard work of
both our office staff and sales representatives. In 2018, 784
new life members were added to our ranks with a face value of
over $30,000,000.

Change has come to our Marketing Department. The
PRCUA has a new Marketing Director as well as two new
associates. With a different perspective, they are taking on the
challenge of expanding our marketing exposure to more
markets where we conduct business. With a new logo and a
new trademark, PRCUAL(# was introduced and with it, the
new Annuity-Plus Series.

As of this writing, the PRCUA is about one third of the
way through the implementation of its new Oracle Insurance
Plan Administration (OIPA) platform. In June of 2018, we
began the implementation of a new software package that will
allow our staff to efficiently maintain the insurance files for

our members from initiation in the New Business
Department to final processing in our Claims
Department. We expect the new OIPA system to
be fully operational by mid-2020.

Over the last eight years, the PRCUA has
tackled many infrastructure projects. In July 2018,
work on the front fagade of our home office was
completed. This project included the
manufacturing of 198 custom terra cotta pieces,
rebuilding the entire parapet wall and removing
and replacing large sections of support ironwork
and face brick.

With the sale of our adjacent real estate, the
PRCUA is working with the developers who
purchased the property in the execution of a new parking area
that is bordering our current parking lot. We have worked
with the architects to ensure that the new lot will be both
functional and aesthetically pleasing. The anticipated
completion of the parking lot is May 2019.

In the six months since the new administration took office,
the Executive Officers have developed a productive work
environment, encompassing the knowledge of our managers
and staff. We encourage new ideas and are open to any from
our membership. I encourage you to contact my office if you
have any ideas or thoughts on how the PRCUA can grow in
your area.

Interview with James Rustik, who just completed his third (and final) term
as PRCUA District 8 Director. Elzbieta Sawczuk, PRCUA Marketing
Director, talked to Mr. James Rustic during PRCUA Valentine’s Luncheon
honoring its past District 8 Directors.

Elzbieta Sawczuk: Please remind us, how did you get involved in the
Polish Roman Catholic Union of America? Why was it important for you
to work for the PRCUA for 12 years and what was your goal?

ES: What, in your opinion, should PRCUA do to be more attractive to
younger generations, to increase membership?

—grandma was involved, mom or dad was involved, and then the children are involved. I
think it is important to focus on your Polish heritage. I was born in the United States. I don’t
speak Polish but still I think it’s important to understand the culture. It would certainly be
easier if [ spoke Polish, but I think I could understand it and luckily with my fellow Director,
Pani (Krystyna) Lech, she was very, very important in helping me understand the Polish end
of it. I can tell you that it’s important what the PRCUA is doing with the dance schools, with
the language schools and I think that as long as we are out there, as long as the PRCUA can
show itself and what it does, it will not only help PRCUA but also Polish culture and Poland
here in the United States.

ES: Also very important is the financial aspect of this organization. How would you
persuade others that life insurance should be an important part of their financial planning
strategy? There are still those who don’t understand the need of a life insurance policy
purchase.

JR: (...) I have spoken to a lot of Polish people about life insurance and they say to me, ,,Oh,
my gosh! That’s morbid—buying insurance on my child and my child dies.” No, you’re not
buying for your child.

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PRCUA 2019-2020 SCHOLARSHIP
INFORMATION

Current economic conditions in the United States and throughout the world, as
well as an ever more competitive job market, have made the need for an
undergraduate, graduate, or professional degree a virtual necessity for today’s
student. At the same time, the higher costs of education pose a serious and
challenging barrier to students and their families to bear. The Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America (PRCUA) recognizes the necessity of assistance for
students of the Polish American community and has developed several financial
vehicles to aid in the pursuit of undergraduate, graduate, and professional degree
programs.

1. Applicants must have successfully completed their freshman year of
undergraduate studies before the deadline for filing an application. An
official transcript or other documentation from the applicant’s school
must be attached to the completed application form or sent directly by the
educational institution to the PRCUA on or before the deadline of June
Ist.

2. Eligible applicants include sophomores, juniors, and seniors enrolled full-
time in undergraduate studies or those students enrolled in graduate or
professional degree program. Full-time enrollment shall conform to those
guidelines established by the federal financial aid program: A minimum
of twelve (12) credit hours for day students or eight (8) credit hours for
evening students. Part-time graduate or professional students are also
eligible.

3. Applicants must have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.5 or
better on a 4.0 scale or 3.5 or better on a 5.0 scale.

4. All applicants must be either citizens or permanent residents of the United
States.

During the 2019-2020 school year, the PRCUA will offer two types of
scholarships. The Education Fund Scholarship is open to all who apply,
whereby the Student Scholarship Grant is open to members of the PRCUA.
Students can apply for each scholarship once annually, but they may receive only
three (3) yearly scholarships total during their lifetime. Scholarships are specific to
the school and educational program named in the application. The deadline for
submitting applications is June 1, 2019.

Education Fund Scholarships are awarded to students based on the number of
applications submitted and are available to all students, even those who are not
members of the PRCUA.

The Student Scholarship Grant Program is available to eligible PRCUA
members. For the 2019-2020 school year, the PRCUA will award scholarships
totaling $25,000, to be broken down as follows: five (5) scholarships of $2,000,
ten (10) scholarships of $1,000 and ten (10) of $500. These scholarships are open
to all current PRCUA members. Applicants must fulfill all the requirements listed
above AND be a member of the PRCUA for a minimum of five (5) years AND
have an active policy of a minimum of $5,000 (and must be current with its
payments).

The following options are available to applicants who do NOT fulfill the above
five (5) year requirement:
*  Three (3) year membership with the PRCUA holding a $25,000 policy, or
*  Four (4) year membership with the PRCUA holding a $15,000 policy.
Note: Applicants must have active policies and be current with their payments for
five (5) years after receipt of the final scholarship.

Selection of award amounts and recipients will be made by an independent
committee of jurors. For both scholarships, awards will be granted to applicants
based on the highest number of points earned, including an essay (in English).

For Student Scholarship Grants, the question this year is:

Tell us about the experiences of a family member during World War II and
how these experiences affected or influenced your family.

Essays should be limited to 500 words (maximum).

For Education Fund Scholarships, the question this year is:

Why and how is budgeting and financial planning important for your future
and how does having a life insurance policy (or lack thereof) influence your
family’s financial situation?

Essays should be limited to 500 words (maximum).

The PRCUA acknowledges that continuing one’s education is important to get
ahead in life. Everyone is invited and encouraged to take advantage of our
scholarships.

PRCUA Member Honorable John D. Dingell, Jr.
Passed Away

Dearborn, MI - Former U.S. Representative John D. Dingell, Jr., died on
Thursday, February 7, 2019 in Dearborn, MI at the age of 92. He was a member of
PRCUA St. John the Baptist Society #87.

John David Dingell, Jr. was born on July 8, 1926 in Colorado Springs, CO, the
son of Grace (née Bigler) and John Dingell, Sr. His grandparents on his father’s
side were Polish immigrants (the family name was Americanized from
Dzieglewicz). His family moved to Detroit, MI, where his father was elected the
first representative of Michigan's newly created 15th District, and then to
Washington, DC. John graduated from Georgetown Preparatory School in 1944.
He then attended the House Page School where he served as a page for the U.S.
House of Representatives from 1938 to 1943.

In 1944, Dingell joined the United States Army, where he rose to the rank of second lieutenant.
After the war, Dingell attended Georgetown University in Washington, D.C. He graduated with a
Bachelor of Science degree in chemistry in 1949 and a Juris Doctor in 1952. He was a lawyer in private
practice, a research assistant to a U.S. District Court judge, a Congressional employee, a forest ranger,
and assistant prosecuting attorney for Wayne County until 1955.

After the death of his father on September 19, 1955, a special election was called to fill the
remainder of Dingell's term. John Jr. won the election, taking his father's place in Congress on
December 13, 1955.

From 1981 to 1995 and from 2006 to 2008, Dingell was Chairman of the Energy and Commerce
Committee, where he served in several subcommittees. Dingell had an unparalleled record of
legislative accomplishments. He was instrumental in passage of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the
Medicare Act, the Water Quality Act of 1965, Clean Water Act of 1972, the Endangered Species Act of
1973, the Clean Air Act of 1990, and the Affordable Care Act of 2010.

John D. Dingell, Jr. was a member of the Democratic Party. After winning re-election in 2008 for
his 28th consecutive term, he became the longest serving member of Congress in U.S. history (in honor
of the record, Michigan Governor Jennifer Granholm declared February 11, 2009, to be John Dingell
Day). He represented the people of southeastern Michigan with distinction in the House of
Representatives for 59 years, until January 3, 2015. His seat was succeeded by his wife, Deborah
Dingell, who continues to serve as a Member of the House of Representatives.

In 2014, Dingell was awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom by then-President Barack
Obama.

John D. Dingell, Jr. was married to Helen Henebry from 1952 to 1972 and later to Deborah Insley,
whom he married in 1981. Dingell had four children from his first marriage. His son Christopher D.
Dingell, a third-generation politician, served in the Michigan State Senate from 1987 to 2003 and is a
judge on the Michigan Third Circuit Court.

“Faith Conquers the World”

I am writing this article with a combination of
memory - without having the ability to verify every
aspect of my recollection - and borrowing - as I've
come across some timely insights I feel would be §
beneficial for our mutual reflection.

First the memory part. ['ve always been a By Fr. Eric Orzech,
student of church history and found particular St Stanislaus Parish
interest in the stories of our country's dioceses, & St. Casimir Parish,
parishes, personages, etc. While a student in Cleveland, OH
Orchard Lake, I had both the opportunity and resources handy to look into the
histories of the dioceses of the State of Michigan. I recall reading how Lansing
was created a diocese as a part of the reorganization associated with the newly
created Province of Detroit in 1937 and how a young auxiliary bishop from
Cincinnati was made its first Diocesan Bishop: Joseph Albers.

He took the still-unusual step of changing the episcopal motto on his coat-
of-arms when this appointment was made. I don't recall what his previous
motto was, but, if my memory serves me correctly, I recall his motto in Lansing
being "Faith Conquers the World". It was a prophetic choice seeing how the
Second World War was right around the corner and many false worldly
foundations would be exposed as worthless and be relegated to the "ash heap"
of history. That which is most lasting is often that which the world can't give.

Fast forward to our present day. I'm not one to write about "current
events" (I guess I wouldn't make a good reporter!) but there are many today
who feel much is happening in our country which challenges the very
foundations which, not only our society, but people's lives, are built upon. So,
enter the second part: the borrowing.

My neighboring parish has as its pastor Msgr. Richard Antall. He spent
many years as a missionary in El Salvador and has written many insightful
books and articles for "Our Sunday Visitor" publications. In a recent Sunday
bulletin, his column contained a moving quote from Blessed Charles de
Foucauld, one of the great conversion stories of the last century, where he
writes: "Real faith, faith which inspires all one's actions, faith in the
supernatural which strips the world of its mask and reveals God in all things;
which abolishes the notion of the 'impossible' and empties the words 'anxiety’,
'danger' and 'fear' of their meaning; which gives life, calm, peace, deep joy, like
a child holding his mother's hand; which detaches the soul so completely from
earthly things by showing up their total lack of importance and their
childishness; which bestows confidence in prayer, the confidence of a child
asking her father for something useful; the faith which shows that 'apart from
doing what is agreeable to God, everything is vanity'...how rare that faith is!"

The good Monsignor goes on to reflect that "we should pay attention to
each of Blessed Foucauld's ideas here: faith that is behind everything we do -
how mixed and mixed-up our motives often are; faith that strips the mask off
the world - how often our values, our opinions mirror secular ideas and not
Christian values; faith that is freedom from despair, from anxiety, from fear -
how many of our problems have to do with futile attempts to escape from the
challenges of life; faith that is as loving and confident as a child who holds his
mother's hand - that tender security and connection is the kind of faith we need."

"The real crisis in our Church and our nation and of what we used to call
Western Civilization is the decline of faith. Jesus asks in St. Luke's Gospel,
'When the Son of Man comes, will He find faith on earth?' (Luke 18:8) That
question is not only for the big-picture issues like the politics of (certain East
Coast politicians and states) but also for smaller day-to-day issues like
forgiveness, patience, and charitable thoughts and actions toward others."

In other words, we can search high and low for the answers to the
questions of our day and always come up empty handed if we leave out the one,
key ingredient necessary to guide the whole process: faith. It's not just
somebody else's job to do the work, make a difference, and bring about positive
results. Each of us, in our own way by the lives we live and the values that
guide them, in big ways or small, contribute to either the good or the ill we must
deal with in our world and in our lives. But just when you feel that you're not
up to it or can't do it or you don't have it in you, remember, it's not you: it's
faith that conquers the world. But that faith does have to have to be expressed
through your life...

As we enter the Lenten Season, don't think yourself selfish if you ask in
your prayers for God to give you the gift of a stronger faith. But, be prepared to
put it to good use when your prayers are answered!

W rzeczywistosci byty to
cztery bitwy stoczone przez wojska alianckie z Niemcami, ktore miaty miejsce
w 1944 roku w rejonie klasztoru na Monte Cassino. W walkach udzial wzieli
zolnierze 2 Korpusu Polskiego, ktory bedac w sktadzie brytyjskiej 8 Armii,
uczestniczyt w kampanii wloskiej. Zwycigstwo wojsk alianckich zostato
okupione cigzkimi stratami, po stronie 2 Korpusu Polskiego straty wyniosty:
924 zabitych, 2930 rannych, 345 zaginionych (291 po bitwie wrécito do
SZeregow).

26 stycznia 1919 r. (100 lat temu), odbyty sie pierwsze po odzyskaniu
niepodlegtosci w Polsce wybory do Sejmu Ustawodawczego. Wybory zostaty
zarzadzone na podstawie dekretu z 28 listopada 1918 r. o ordynacji wyborczej
do Sejmu Ustawodawczego, przygotowanej i1 przyjetej przez rzad ludowy
Jedrzeja Moraczewskiego i1 zatwierdzonej przez Tymczasowego Naczelnika
Panstwa Jozefa Pitsudskiego. Tego dnia wytoniono 291 postow z dawnego
Kroélestwa Polskiego i czgsci Galicji. W glosowaniu wygral prawicowy
Narodowy Komitet Wyborczy Stronnictw Demokratycznych. Wskutek ciagle
toczacych si¢ walk, nie byto mozliwe przeprowadzenie wyboréw na terenie
catej Polski, w wyniku czego wybory w innych Okregach przesuni¢to na
pOzniejsze terminy.

Luty

6 lutego 1989 r. (30 lat temu), w Warszawie rozpoczety si¢ obrady Okraglego
Stotu. Jedno z wydarzen historycznych, ktére miato wplyw na zmiany
ustrojowe Polskiej Rzeczypospolitej Ludowej. Negocjacje prowadzoe byty
przez przedstawicieli wtadz Polskiej Rzeczypospolitej Ludowej,
demokratycznej opozycji oraz strony koscielnej (przedstawiciele Kosciota
katolickiego i Kosciota Ewangelicko-Augsburskiego). W wyniku obrad
podjeto szereg postanowien, m.in.: utworzenie Senatu z liczba 100 senatorow;

PRL, wybieranego przez Zgromadzenie Narodowe na 6-letnig kadencje;
zwigkszenie roli Sejmu jako naczelnego organu panstwa; likwidacje Rady
Panstwa; zmian¢ prawa o stowarzyszeniach, ktéra umozliwita rejestracje
NSZZ ,,Solidarnos¢”, NSZZ RI ,,Solidarnos¢”, NZS; wieksze kompetencje
Trybunatu Konstytucyjnego oraz Rzecznika Praw Obywatelskich; dostep
opozycji do mediow. Negocjacje zakonczono 5 kwietnia 1989 r.

10 lutego 1919 r. (100 lat temu), otwarto pierwsze posiedzenie Sejmu
Ustawodawczego, jednoizbowego organu parlamentarnego wybranego dla
uchwalenia konstytucji II Rzeczypospolitej. Na pierwszym posiedzeniu,
przedstawiono Sejmowi 210 dekretow rzadu do zatwierdzenia. Ostatnie
posiedzenie odbyto si¢ 27 listopada 1922 r.

16 lutego 1919 r. (100 lat temu), zgodnie z zapisami rozejmu w Trewirze
zakonczyly si¢ walki Powstania Wielkopolskiego. Powstanie wybuchto 27
grudnia 1918. Polscy mieszkancy Prowincji Poznanskiej domagali si¢ powrotu
ziem zaboru pruskiego do Rzeczypospolitej. W wyniku powstania, wigkszosci
Prowincji Poznanskiej zostaty przytaczone do Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej

Marzec
12 marca 1999 r. (20 lat temu), Polska stata si¢ cztonkiem NATO (North
Atlantic Treaty Organization - Organizacja Traktatu Pétnocnoatlantyckiego).
Wegry, Czechy i Polska zostaly zaproszone do przystapienia do NATO w dniu
8 lipca 1997 1.

24 marca 1794 r. (225 lat temu), w Krakowie na rynku zostat ogloszony akt
powstania, powotujacy Tadeusza Kos$ciuszke naczelnikiem insurekcji.
Kosciuszko ztozyt publicznie uroczysta przysigge, oglaszajac tym samym akt
powstania narodowego, znanego w historii jako Insurekcja Kos$ciuszkowska -
polskie powstanie narodowe przeciw Rosji i Prusom, zakonczone kapitulacja
oddzialow powstanczych w dniu 16 listopada 1794 r.
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Odchodze z funckji w poczuciu
