        On May 2nd, 
Poles and Polonia 
around the world 
celebrated National 
Polish Flag Day, established on February 24, 2004 and the Day of Polonia 
and Poles Abroad, established in 2002.  On this occasion, Consul General of 
the Republic of Poland in Chicago Piotr Janicki and the 128th Annual Polish 
May Third Parade Chairman Jan Kopeć invited prominent Polonia 
representatives and Polish-American media to a Polish flag raising ceremony 
held at the Polish Consulate General on Thursday, May 2, 2019. 
        Consul Janicki reminded everyone that on March 12, 2019, Poland 
celebrated its 20th anniversary of accession to NATO and on May 1, the 15th 
anniversary of the accession to the European Union.   
        The program continued with Jan Kopeć’s introduction of the 2019 
Parade Queen Żaneta Marcinik, who presented the parade sashes to the 
Parade Grand Marshal, Józef Cikowski, President of the Polish Highlanders 
Alliance of North America, Vice Marshal Dominic A. Pacyga, PhD, 
Professor of History, author and an expert of Polish-American history, and to 
the 2019 Friend of Polonia Maria Pappas, Cook County Treasurer and an 
avid supporter of the Polish-American community. 
        Short addresses were presented by Jan Kopeć, Maria Pappas, Ariel 
Reboyras, the alderman of the 30th ward of the City of Chicago, who was 
also named a Friend of Polonia, and Joanna Fabisiak, who represented the 
Parliament of the Republic of Poland at the 2019 May 3rd Polish 
Constitution Day celebrations in Chicago.  Mrs. Fabisiak thanked Chicago 
Polonia for keeping the tradition of the annual May 3rd parades vital for 128 
years.

        On Saturday, May 4, 2019, the May 3rd Polish Constitution celebrations 
began at 8:00 a.m. with the annual wreath laying ceremony at the Thaddeus 
Kościuszko Monument on Solidarity Drive in downtown Chicago, organized 
by the Polish National Alliance.  The event was accompanied by short 
speeches given by the distinguished guests, patriotic songs, and a prayer, 
which closed the ceremony. 
        Immediately following the ceremony, invited guests partook in a pre-
parade brunch held at the Hilton Chicago.  The event was organized by the 
Chicago Society – PNA.  At both events, PRCUA was represented by 
President James Robaczewski, Vice President Micheline Jaminski and 
Secretary-Treasurer Agnieszka Bastrzyk and their spouses. 
        PRCUA demonstrated its unity and pride in the Polish heritage at the 
annual May 3rd parade, which began at 11:30 a.m. and marched along 
Columbus Drive in downtown Chicago.  PRCUA Executives James

PARADE 

A GRAND AFFAIR IN OHIO 

 
Ohio - The heavens cleared for a gloriously sunny 

day with mild temperatures – right in the midst of two 
weeks of unusually severe weather – as the Ohio Division 
of the Polish American Congress hosted the celebration of 
the 71st Annual Polish Constitution Day Parade on 
Sunday, May 5, 2019.

The 
party-goers enjoyed the long-awaited sunny day with good 
fellowship as they reminisced about times past and look 
forward to another Polish Constitution weekend next year.

dedicated in 1904 with 50,000 Polish Americans in attendance and cost $30,000. Just to 
clarify, I was not around in 1904, but I remember that for many years, the parade started 
in Polish downtown (where PRCUA Headquarters is located) and ended in Humboldt 
Park with a mass gathering of Poles and Polish Americans. This is where I first saw the 
Kościuszko Monument. Needing to enlarge an adjacent ball field, the Chicago Park 
District removed the statue in the 1970s. In 1978, the PRCUA, PNA and PWA sponsored 
the conservation and relocation of the monument to its current location. A time capsule 
with many documents relating to Polish history was placed beneath the base of the statue. 
The Polish fraternals in the USA were always protecting the Polish community, its people, 
monuments and artifacts, and many, 
including the PRCUA, continue to today.  
        The celebration continued with the 
annual pre-parade brunch hosted by the 
Chicago Society of PNA at Hilton Chicago 
followed by the 128th Polish Constitution 
Parade down Columbus Drive.  As is 
customary, the Executive Committee, their 
spouses as well as employees of the Home 
Office led those under its patronage: Maria 
Konopnicka Polish School; St. John Paul 
Polish School and Polanie Dancers; Adult 
Culture Group with Cinderella, Prince 
Charming and Runners-up; Southwest 
Center of Polish Song and Dance; Polonia 
Ensemble (dancing along the way) and its 
float; St. Rafał Kalinowski Polish School 
and Mała Polska Dance Group; Wesoły 
Lud Polish Folk Dance Company and the “Crown Jewel of Polonia” – the Polish Museum 
of America. Photos and details of this year’s parade can be found on p. 18 of this issue of 
the Naród Polski. It was a proud moment for all participants to show their Polish pride!  
        Following the parade, the Chopin Gardens Foundation, with Voytek Putz at the helm, 
organized its annual Concert in Grant Park.

JESUS AT THE BALL PARK 
 

On Wednesday May 15, 2019, PRCUA 
President Emeritus, Wallace Ozog and his 
wife Joann, were invited by the Detroit 
Tigers to Comerica Park to learn about the 
Tigers Faith and Family Night.  This event, 
known as Home Plate, has been held 
annually since 1987. 

It began when one man had a passion for 
the game of baseball, and an even greater 
affinity to see the Gospel proclaimed.  Jeff 
Toten was the associate pastor at Grace 
Baptist Church in Birmingham, MI in 1987.  
Recognizing that most of the youth in his 
church were actively involved in sports and 
loved the game of baseball, he arranged to 

bring the 5th to 12th graders to a Tiger game.  To Toten, not only was 
this a time for the students to have fun at a baseball game, but it also 
was his vision to center the event around the Gospel. 
       Toten decided to write a letter to starting Tiger pitcher, Frank 
Tanana, whom he heard was a Christ-follower.  The pastor explained 
his idea to him and invited him to share his faith experience with the 
kids at a breakfast prior to a game.  Tanana agreed and on April 25, 
1987, the star pitcher shared his story of faith and presented the 
Gospel message to a group of 1,030 tweens and teenagers at a local 
banquet hall.  That marked the very first Home Plate event. 
       Presently, current and former Detroit Tigers share their stories 
about their lives in professional sports and their faith in Christ. It is a 
time for the athletes to show that they are real people with real stories.  
The players feel that the ball park is a big stage and that together, this 
gives them the opportunity to share their faith experiences with Christ 
with fans and to show that they are more than just baseball players. 
       Many of the players encounter challenges as both players and 
through family hardships.  They know that Christ has a plan for 
everyone and knowing that He has a plan makes it easier to face and 
to overcome the trials that He gives each one of us.  With faith in 
God, they become stronger, which helps them to overcome their 
difficulties.     
       Present at this event were current Detroit Tigers Daniel Norris, 
Christian Stewart, and Brendan Dixon and Tiger Alumni, Frank 
Tanana. Daniel Norris spoke about the importance of being humble 
before God.  He stated that we should not boast in what we do 
because no matter what one does in life, the glory is always for God.  
As players, we are out there playing baseball.  When we proclaim our 
faith, we are spreading God’s word. Christian Stewart stated that he 
lives for Christ.  He is not ashamed of the Gospel of Christ.  He stands 
up for Christ and shares his faith with others.  While in the 8th grade, 
Brendan Dixon realized that he should follow Jesus because it is 
important to listen to God’s word to be saved.  Frank Tanana stated 
that when you share your faith experiences with others, you become 
stronger in your faith.  Many ball players have faith and they practice 
and share their faith with others. 
       This was an 
interesting experience for 
the Ozogs because it was 
the first time that they 
heard about Home Plate, 
a faith event for ball 
players who share their 
life experiences and their 
belief in God with the 
fans prior to a baseball 
game.  Since its inception 
in 1987, Home Plate 
outreach events have 
hosted more than 175,000 
people at 37 different 
events.  More than 1,800 churches and community groups from 
Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, Pennsylvania and Ontario have participated.  
More than 90 professional athletes have been speakers at these 
gatherings.  Saint John Paul II encouraged evangelization and, by 
bringing Jesus to the ball park, the baseball players are evangelizing 
through this event. 
       Frank Tanana, as a young elementary student, played baseball for 
St. Cunnegunda School in Detroit, MI and was coached by Wallace 
Ozog.  In his early years, he was a member of PRCUA #1493 Fr. Al’s 
Society and his sisters danced with PRCUA dance schools.

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In addition to seeing influences from the Polish 
highlanders, the dances are also influenced by 
Hungary, Slovakia, and the Roma people.  
Gwiazda’s Group 3 then took the audience to 
the far Northern reaches of Poland to the region 
of Kaszëbë.  These are gentle joyful dances, 
which reflect the waves of the Baltic Sea near 
where the Kaszubs reside.  The dances have 
characteristics from other areas of Poland, as 
well as Swedish and German influences.  Next, 
the audience traveled due south with Gwiazda’s 
Group 4 to the Śląsk region.  This region boasts 
many unique dances that feature fast and slow 
tempos in one song.

       After taking the audience to the dance floor with 
its funky disco moves, Gwiazda went country as its 
Group 4 performed to “Chicken Fried” by the Zac 
Brown Band, its Group 1 and 2 performed a country 
Medley and Group 3 performed to “Knee Deep,” also 
by the Zac Brown Band.  In keeping with its tradition, 
the Gwiazda Dancers concluded their 59th recital 
with songs and dances from Beskid Żywiecki.  The 
suite included the popular Hajduk, Sarna, and 
Siustany dances.

The Eucharist: Source and 
Summit of Our Lives 

 
       Each year, in the days after the Pentecost, the 
Church celebrates the Feast of Corpus Christi, 
also known as The Most Holy Body and Blood of 
Christ.  For centuries, it was celebrated on the 
Thursday after Trinity Sunday, but in some parts 
of the world, it has been recently moved to the 
Sunday after Trinity Sunday so that more of the faithful could be present.  
In some Catholic countries, it is even one of the Holy Days of Obligation, 
still celebrated on the Thursday after Pentecost.  This year, as Easter was 
celebrated late in April, it will be observed either on Thursday, June 20th, 
or Sunday, June 23rd. 
       What is the Feast all about? Perhaps it might be good to take a look at 
its origin as a means of deepening our own personal Eucharistic Devotion.  
The Feast of Corpus Christi has its origins at the Last Supper, when the 
Sacrament of the Eucharist was instituted by the Lord himself.  This Feast 
celebrates the Eucharist as the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus 
Christ.  We do celebrate this Feast every Holy Thursday at the Mass of the 
Lord’s Supper as part of the Easter Triduum, but because it is a part of 
Holy Week, there is no time to stop and reflect on its profound meaning in 
our lives.  Our Church teaches that the Eucharist is the source and summit 
of our lives!  This led to the thought that it could and should be celebrated 
on another day, later in the Liturgical Year. 
       For the first twelve centuries of the history of the Catholic Church, 
there were various dates on which this Feast was celebrated.  It wasn’t until 
the thirteenth century A.D. that this feast day began to take shape in the 
form that we know today.  In 1246, St. Juliana convinced the Bishop of 
Liege, Belgium, to institute this feast after she had a vision concerning the 
lack of a special day to commemorate the Blessed Sacrament.  In 
September 1264, Pope Urban IV extended this Feast to the entire Church.  
Since that time, the Feast has been an important part of our understanding 
and devotion to the Sacrament of the Eucharist.  It is worth noting that after 
the Second Vatican Council, many dioceses seem to have dropped the 
importance of this Feast Day. In recent years however, it has made a strong 
comeback, reviving the regal and glorious procession around the parish, 
bringing our Eucharistic Lord into the neighborhoods where we live. 
       In our Polish tradition, the Feast of Corpus Christi continues to be 
celebrated with great solemnity and devotion in many of our Polish 
parishes.  Outdoor processions through the streets around our parishes with 
children dressed in their First Holy Communion finest come to mind.  The 
parish societies with their colorful banners, singing Eucharistic hymns in 
the Polish language raise our thoughts, minds and hearts to a reality that we 
never fully comprehend but embrace wholeheartedly.  The four altars so 
beautifully decorated often on the porches of parishioners gave us the 
chance to reflect on the gospel passages that recall this Eucharistic reality.  
Benediction with the Blessed Sacrament at each one of these stops imparts 
God’s blessings upon those gathered in prayer. 
       One of the most popular Polish Eucharistic Hymns sung during this 
procession and which so many of us know by heart is the simple, yet 
profound Bądźże pozdrowiona, Hostyjo żywa.  Its refrain states the simple 
truths of what we believe about the Eucharist and is especially appropriate 
for the Feast of Corpus Christi.  “Witaj Jezu, synu Maryi, Tyś jest Bóg 
prawdziwy w świętej Hostyi.”  In English this can be translated as, 
“Welcome Jesus, son of Mary, you are truly God in this sacred host.”  
Most recently, this hymn has made its way into many suburban parishes 
with the verses sung in English and the refrain still in the original Polish 
language.  This is especially true here in the Archdiocese of Detroit where 
there are many Polish Americans worshipping in non-traditional Polish 
Parishes.  Indeed, this song celebrates what we believe every time we 
receive Holy Communion: Our Lord, born of the Virgin, comes to us 
Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity in this Sacred Gift.  The Eucharist is the 
greatest gift we shall ever receive, for Our Lord in His everlasting love for 
us, gives us Himself as food for Eternal Life.  May the upcoming Feast of 
Corpus Christi renew in us what we believe and lead us to a deeper love for 
our Eucharistic Lord!
